Southwest farm markets rrmninnil
mostly steadyto strong lost week, ex-
cept for occasional easiness on some
types of livestock, -- poultry, feeds,
iruiia nnu vegctamcs, according to
Production and Marketing Adminis-
tration, U. S. Department of Agri-
culture.

Wheat and corn prices continued
to climb last week, and closed Thurs-
day C to 0 cents higher on corn and
4 cents on wheat. Barley recorded
no changes, and sorghums fluctuated
only mildly. Texas red oats came on
the market at a cent or two above
the dollar mark, and held about
steady, closing Thursday at $1.01
per bushel in bulk carlots at Fort
Worth and Galveston. Wheat closed
$2.91 and white corn $2.13.

Demand for scarce rice supplies
continued active, both from domes-
tic and foreign sources. Rains delay-
ed late planting. Feed demand
slnckencd, as green feeds became
plentiful. .Millfceds halted from re
cent rises. Light offerings of hay
found sharply reduced demand. Pea
nut planting reached Its peak in
North Texas, under favorable soil and
weather conditions. Sizable quanti-
ties of fine and half-bloo- d wools
sold this week.

Light offerings of spot cotton and
demand for only certainqualitiesheld
trading to a small volume. Late ral-
lies overcame early-wee- k losses to
the extent that Thursday's close
showed a net gain of 75 cents per
bale, at some markets, to a loss of
$1.75.

Heavy rains and some hall dam-
aged crops and seriously interfered
with harvesting in the Lower Rio
Grande Valley early last week. To-

matoes resumed volume movement
Wednesday at $3.50 to $4 per lug
box of green wrapped GxG and larger
sizes. Qorn sold a little higher at
mostly $2.25 per bushel sack for
white, and $1.40 to $1.75 per half
bushel for Bantam. Some water-
melons and cantaloupes began to
ripen. Grapefruit loadings declined
rapidly in a weak market. Denver
and iXew Orleans saw fair trading.

Eggs and poultry held fairly steady
at most southwestpoints last week.
Fryers remained firm, but hens and
roosters weakened at Denver. Heavy
hens brought 21 to 2C cents per
pound at Fort Worth, 2G at Dallas,
and 2G to 30 at Denver. Fryers sold
generally around 32 to 3G cents.

Nut Grass Control...
Nut grass, or coco grass, is a pest

that has long been plaguing farmers
andgardeners. Recentinquiries to the
Texas A. and M. College Extension
Service call for an explanation of nut
grasscontrol.

E. A. Miller, Extension agronomist,
says that killing nut grass is not easy,
and usually a lot of prolonged effort
is necessaryto do the job. The main
object is to keep down, as much as
possible, the above-groun- d end of the
grass during the growing season. This
causesthe roots to becomeexhausted.

On land that is fertile enough to
grow densecrop stands, the nut grass
can be crowded out, but even then it
may take several years to eradicate it
completely. Crops that are adapted
to "nut grass crowding" are cowpeas,
sweet potatoes, sudan grass and sor-
ghum for summer, and oats, barley,
wheat, rye or rye grass for winter.

Growing summer smothering crops
to eradicatenut grassis made more ef-
fective by following the cover crop
with small grain or. rye grass in the
early fall.

On small areasof land thickly in-
fested with nut grass, pasturinghogs
is a good nut grass control practice,
says the agronomist. If the land is
plowed first, the hogs have a better
chance to get to the grass roots and
kill the plants. Ten hogscan ordinar-
ily be depended on to dispose of an
acre of nut grass in about two months.
Summerhasproved to be the best time
to start the hog-pasturi-ng method.

Either plowing or disking everythree
weeks through two successivegrowing
seasonshas knocked out the nut grass
on sandyoils. Miller saysthis method,
together with the mothering crops, has
proved to be completely effective.

Predict Continued
ProsperityFor
TexasThis Summer

A prediction of continued pros-
perity for Texas during the Bummer,
coupled with a statementthat Texas
employment will not be drastically
hit should recession strike the na
tional economy, came from the Texas
Unemployment Compensation Com
mission Thursday.

New industries, lowered freight
rates and a small but Eteady rise in
employment indicate that Texana will
remain prosperous in the summer
months, the TUCC said.

Employment opportunities Improv-
ed generally during April with the
increase in spring hiring, and fore-
casts for June from the 17 principal
labor market areasshow a continued
uptrend in employment. In addition
to the seasonal rise in construction
and agricultural employment, the
TUCC said it expected more work-
ers will be need in food processing,
lumber, stone-clay-gla- ss machinery
and aircraft industries.

Texas is also continuing its upward
swing towards industrialization, the
TUCC reported. During April 112
new industries were established,
creating jobs for nn additional 3,350
persons.

Construction led the way in in-

creasedjob openings, but the expect-
ed building boom failed to material-
ize. Home construction is slowing
down becauseof high costs, but com-
mercial and industrial building has
speeded up, the TUCC said.

Other major employment gains
during April were in manufacturing
industries, particularly oil field ma
chinery, ship-buildi- glass, lumber
and chemicals. Only meat packing
employment showed a sharp down-
ward trend.

In line with the employment in-

crease, a total of 41,020 job open-
ings were listed with the Texas State
Employment Service during April.
Some 34,000 Texas workers were
placed on jobs during the month,
jhowing an increaseof several thou
sand job placementsover March. Of
these, 13,278 were veterans.

The TUCC said that fewer than
one-thir- d of all Texas veteranshave
applied for readjustment allowances,
and all but six per cent of the total
discharged are now in full-tim- e em-

ployment. Of the 730,000 veterans,
only 20,000 have exhaustedtheir un-

employment benefits under the G.I.
Bill of Rights.

Proposing an amendment to Ar-

ticle VII of tho Constitution of the
