An MtdHM mm ta Mmt

Title 1 Extension Is Outlined
Induction Of Men 28
Years Old Is Deferred

General J. Watt Page,State Sel-
ective Sen-ic-e Direetsr, today an-
nounced that all Texas local boards
have been instructed to defer in-

duction of men who, on July 1, 19-4-1,

had reached ihe age of twenty-eig-ht

years.
General Page said that iNational

Selective Service Headquartershas
been assured by Congressional
leaders that the age provisions of
the bill to defer men who had at-

tained the age of twenty-eig-ht

years on or before July 1, 1941, will
be passed in substantially their pre-
sent form since there is no differ-
ence of opinion as to the morits of
thsosc provisions of the bill.

As the bill is now written, Gen-

eral Page pointed out, such men
Will be subject to discharge if in-

ducted on or after July 1, 1941.
"Based on the statementsof Con-

gressional leaders and theprovisions
making the bill retroactive to July
1, 1941, for discharge, Texas' local
boards have today boon informed
by State Headquartersthat the in-

duction of all men who had at-

tained theage of twenty-eigh- t years
on or before July 1, 1941, shall be
postponed for a period of thirty
'days pending final action on the
bill."

"Of course, In the event the bill
is not passed," General Page added,
''such men will be subject to in-

duction in the normal manner upon
the expiration of the period of post-
ponement."

He has 500 acres in cultivation,
and the last time he reported, he
had planted no less than 1,800 acrex
on those 500 acres since January 1,
and he had already spent as much
money for gasolino as he spent the
entire year last year. He still doesn't
have a crop. He has a huge lake
out there, where many people en-
joy fishing, but now he believes all
the fish have drowned 1 The other
day he decided to walk across the
lake to get to the pasture, instead
of driving six miles around the road
to get only one mile- - He took off
his boots and started wading. He
made it fine until he stepped in a
hole, and the water came to his
shoulders. The boots? They are
gone with the tide, instead of the
wind. Hence, he is wearing shoes,
out he's still looking for thoseboots!

During a recent flood (and any
thing more than five inches in West
Texas is a flood) he feared some
sows and little pigs wquld drown if
left in their small houses on the
hillside, so he turned them out Thoy
swam across the lake, just like they
had been used to such big water
all of their lives. Mr. Hopping
says all of his livestock are good
swimmers.

The tornado that hit in the Spade
community several weeks ago man-
aged to make a clean sweep of all
the barns and out-hous- at the
Hopping farm- - It left the dwelling,
along with at least $1,000 worth
of damage.
