“with the poultry diseases such as colds

Adam, county agricultural agent.
“These disenses are easily controll-

“ed, and it is no value to these to take

a big toll out of our poultry each year
which in turn would mean money to
farmcr's pockets,

“It is estimated that 90 per cent

'of our poultry troubles in the Plains

area are caused by a wormy condi-
tion among the flocks. Worms in
their life eycle of work will lower
very much the vitality of the chick-
ens, and in return make them very

' susceptible to colds, which later will

turn into roup, if not taken care of,
“A campaign is being carried on
during the months of September and
October, to try to rid thiz county of
these disenses, They can be easily
controlled, through worm expulsion
methods, vaceination, and in many
eases birds can be cured where they
have severe cases or roup to begin
with. Demonstrations are being held
aover the county by the county agent
and anyone who has a flock so infect-
ed I8 asked to get' in touch with the
agent so that he might work with
them on this problem.

LFD. SCHOOLS SHOW
INCREASED PUPILS
OVER LAST YEAR

Beginning the 192529  term, the
enrollment of the Littlefield schools is
larger than ever before in its history,
gcording to Sueperintendent B, M
Harrison. The first day of the en-
rollment there were 258 in the high
schopl, 451 in the grammar grades,
and 3983 in the primary department,

making a total of 1,002 The enroll-
ment for the frst week of last year
winsg 230 in the high school, 380 in
grammar gemdes, and 929 in primary
department; a total of 048 At the
close of the first week of school the

enrollment had incressed this year to

1,126.

It is a notable fact said Mr., Har-
rison, that 62 per cent of the pupils
this year are coming from the country
and being served by school trucks.
This represents an increase of 12 per
cent over last year, and gives further
evidence of the increased settlement
of the country sufrounding Littlefield

Some of the depeartments are very
much crowded, sald Mr. Harrison and
two more teachers will probably have
to be added. 1t i= also stated that
some of the trucks are badly erowded
and may have to have additional ser-
viee on some routes.

Up to the first of this weck there
were 35 pupils under seven years of
age enrolled, paying $2.50 per month
tuition, according to legal require-
ments.

Monday morning Water Superin-
tendent H. J. Gibbs and his crew of
workmen connected in the new 100,-
000 ground water reservoir recently
completed by Albert Neunschwander,

For several months past the city
has been seriously handicapped in its
water supply, the rapid growth of the
city with its attending increase of
water used taxing the department
and rendering the guantity entirely
inadequate for fire fighting purposes,
Now, it is stated, there is a sufficiency
for all purposes required.

The new well, dug a few months
ago, has also been put on test, and
is giving a supply of 100 gallons per
minute right along, while the big
6500 gallon booster pump fills the 75,~
000 gallon tower tank in quick time.
With all three wells pumping now, it
ie stated the 100,000 gallon reservoir
can be filled in three hours and 20
minutes,

For fire fighting purposes a maxi-
mum of 66 pounds pressure may now
constantly be maintained and more
lines of hose be used in case of con-
flagration.
