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When the vision of the better
eye has become so poor as to In-

terfere with normal activities the
then the worse eye Is about
"ripe" and should liave surgery
to remove the cloudy lens (catar-
act). Surgical removal Is the
only "cure 'for blindness caused
by cataract.

About a month after surgery it
is possible to fit glasses which
will give good vision if the opera
tion was successful andthe eye
otherwse good. As the eye grows
stronger, the glasseswill have to
bo changed, and soon, if expert-
ly fitted.they may bring vision up
to 20-2- 0.

Of course, bifocals or separate
reading glasseswill be required
for near-seein-g. There is even a
trifocal lens for cataract cases.
This lens gives the patient con-

tinuous clear vision from read-
ing distanceto arms length to dis
tant seeing. Cataract lenses are
rather thick since they must do
the work which had been done
by the lens of the eye which was
removed. New types of cataract
lenseshave been developed, how-ove-r,

which are much lighter and
nicer looking.

Many times a patient will say
to me, "But I'm too old for a
cataract operation." No, not nec-

essarily. I've known patientspast
90 who enjoyed good vision the
rest of their days after removal
of cataracts. There is nothing to
lose and possibly a world of good

It's too bad the road project
hud to be made tho prime topic
of conversationdue to death and
injury and not because of the peo-

ple just being Interested in want-
ing good safe roads. However,
we should try to salvage some
good out of everything, and If the
complacencyof Lamb Countians
can be aroused to constructive
action it will not bring back the
dead but will perhaps prevent
you or I, or a loved one or friend
from joining the toll In an untime-
ly and needless death.

Marshall Formby, head of the
Texas State Highway Commis-
sion, states that Lamb County
holds the dubious distinction of
being tho only county In tho state
to have money appropriated for
right-of-wa-y which was returned
to state funds for purchase of
roads elsewhere In the state.
Why? He doesn't know, do you?

What can each of us do to help
get the project started? We can
call or see tho commissioner in
our precinct. Tell him you want
this road now, not six months
from now, but to get the paper-
work started now. Tell him to get
an appraisal committee and sub-

mit the figure for an early vote
on purchaseof right-of-wa- y. The
argument that too much appro-p- i

iatlon for bonds ,as a reason, '
for voting againstsuch an issue is
not valid. Any excess money for
bonds will not be spent and it will
not cost Lamb Countians a pen-
ny more for a road than thociti-
zens of any other county in pro-
portion to what our evaluation of
property amounts totals.

John Q, you can also tell him
It's going to cost everyonewho
owns a car in Lamb County be
cause wo don't have the fourlano
divided highway. Insurance rates
are now basedon a county basis.
The number of deaths, Injuries,
etc. In Lamb County will no doubt
have every car rwncr digging a
little deeper come renewal time.
Be suie and tell your commis-sion- r

this one last thing: tell him

Why Officers Use RadarSystem
The following article is writt "i

by the TexasDcpniltnont of Pub
He Safety to Inform Texas drivers
of the purposeof using radar ai
a traffic enforcementaid.

Since the advent of radar as a
traffic law enforcement aid, sev-e-i

al news relewsos have indicated
that many lay citizens and some
courts do not properly understand
the police's purpose in using ra-
dar.

On occasion violators have re-

turned to the scene and assumed
the "good Samaritan" role by
radar or by Installing home made
flagging speedersapproaching a
radar warning signs near by to
alert speeders.

Vhon ponce have stopped the
Interferenceof these selfappoint-
ed "traffic supervisors'" by filing
charges, some citizens and even
courts have responded with ques-
tions such as "What was wrong
with Unit? Weren't they slowing
down speeders Weren't the po-

lice trying to slow down spcod-ei-s

with lUdar? Whats the radar
for if it's not to slow down

The flist actlon of many clU
ens tu thesequestions U that til

police were more interestedIn fit
.ij chargesagainstspeedes tha'
thy were in preventingthe spsed
violations. The reasoninglmplie
in the questions and thepublic's
reaction indicate a lack of under-
standing of what radar is for.

This misunderstanding work
nignlnst the safety of the public
who have employed the police foi
the purposeof protecting perso
and property The purpose of this
article is to present an explana-
tion of "what radar is for" from
the police's point of view.

First, if wve ask, "what are
traffic officers for?" one migh
say, "To prevent accidents'

fills answer relates to an indir-
ect result of the officers' work,
but it is not the logical answer
One of several duties of the traf-fic- e

officers is to enfo.'ce laws.
It follows (if the laws arc

sound) that driver compliance
with the laws will result in fewer
accidents. The officer enforces
laws j as a result of enforcement
more drivers comply with laws;

The purposeof radar is to gen-
erate widespread driver compli-inc- c

with speed regulations. It is
Important that the public under-
stand the itnport of these words
ih the preceding statement. Ra-
dar can generatewidespreaddriv-
er complianceonly when drivers

over a city or state
cannot know where the radar de-
tectors are located. If ihe loca-
tions of radar defectors are lo-

cated, If the locations of radar
detectors are revealedto drivers,
the cost of maintain-
ing, and operating radar equip-
ment Is a waste oX the public's
money.

If a sign or a flagman warns
drivers that a radar Unit Is just
ahead of them, the traffic law en-
forcement program designed

accidents is back where
t'was before radar. The resulting

effect Is that speed-
ers slow down How-
ever, one officers lh n police car
piirked in view of drivers would
have the same effect. And the
"same effect" Is that the halo of
nfa enforcement unit is reduced
to a very short strip of roadway.

When the probability of violator
arrest increases,driver compli-
ance Increases, throughout the
city or the state where radar
units are used regularly as a
scientific aid in traffic super
vision.

Where the locations of rtuhu
stations are unknown to drivers
radar wellds a tremendousInflu-
ence upon violators of speed reg-

ulations. The percentageof driv
ers who exceed speed limits on
the tSate and Federal ruralhigh-
way system In Texas has been
reduced every year since the Tex-
as Highway Patrol began usln
radar In November, 1954. And the
numberol fatal accidents and tha
number of people killed on the
system have been redued every
year. The following statistics tl"
those results together: the per
cent of vehicle speeds In rural fa-

tal accidentsthat wore above 6
mph was reduced from 3D per
com In 1933 to only 25 per cent In
1957.

You should recall these coli
facts when you hear someone hol-
ler about being trapped by radar
or when someone advancesth
ridiculous suggestion that there
should be a radar sign to warn
speedersthat they are approach-
ing a radar station. Radar is not
for slowing speedersdown to the
speed limits. It is for keeping
them from driving over the speed
limits in the first place. It can do
this only when It Increases the
probability of arrest for speed-
ing. It can increase the probab-
ility of arrest only when speeders
cannot know when or where they
may be driving down a radar
beam.

Citizens who sincerely want to
l educe their exposure to death
and injury on our streets and
highways and who recogniethat
police radar is a valuable aid In
accomplishing this goal should
oppose the expenseof radar units
unless the units are used only In
such n way that speederscannot
know where they are located.
Signs giving Texas speed limits
are posted all over the State
highway system in full view of
drivers.

In 1953, 71 per cent of Texas

passenger car drivers on rural
iilghways drove under 61 mph. By
1957 this majority hod Increased
to 93 per cent. These drivers
drove through thousand of radar
beams and never knew the beams
were there. Whenever you hear a
driver squawking about radar
traps, you can bet your bottom
dollar that he Is not one of thU
largo majority of drivers who are
willing to comply with speed
laws as a personal contribution
toward safer highways. What Is
done to prevent accidents, pre-
vents accidents. A driver Is do-

ing something to prevent acci-
dents when he keeps his vehicle's
speed within posted limits.

What the speed limits are, or
should be, Is another question,
but whateverthe speed limits arc,
the use of undetectable radar
units is the most practical way
yet devised to procurewidespread
compliance.

The police are much more con-
cerned about the public general-
ly understanding the puiposo of
radar than they are about a few
individuals informing speedersas
to where a radar detectorIs lo-

cated. The reaction of well mean-
ing citizens (even a court) to po-
lice action against a convicted
speederwho returned to the scene
to warn other snoedors merelv rn.
vealed the need of an explana ion l

oi why police use radar.
Some reliable but uninformed

people who really want a better
enforcement program look upon
the hiding of a radar detector as
an unethical practice deslghed to
increasethe numberof traffic ar-
rests. Yet these people support
the police practice of "hiding" to
delect burglars, robbers, thieves,
and narcotic peddlers. ,
