Water Act
The Texas section of tho Ameri

can Society of Civil Engineers rec-

ommendedMonday now laws regu-
lating tho use of underground wa
ter, but urged that enforcement bo
concentrated at tho local level.

The group submitted a
water policy program to Governor
Shivers and his newly created
statewide water conservation com-

mittee.
The report pointed out that Tex

as has never had any statewide
regulation of the use of under-
ground water except for statutes
governing tho waste of artesianwa-

ter.
"This pollr.y has resulted In ex-

cessive rates of withdrawal of
ground water with an alarming de-

pletion of storago and a lowering
of underground water levels," It
continued.

"Local option conservation dis-

tricts should begiven a fair trial
toward tho solution of the under-
ground water problem, and state
action should be confined to that
necessaryin limiting the powers of
such districts.

"local districts should comprise
all of an underground reservoir or
province and thelocal option laws
should limit any proration of water
use from wells so as not to be con-

fiscatory "
The report also recommended

tho enactment of a complete now
surface water code, but added: "If
this can not bo accomplished,then
separate acts of legislation to rem-
edy the main deficiencies In the
prosont laws should"bo enacted."

Among1 tho neededlaws, the en-
gineers said, are tho elimination of
all unused andabandonedwaterap-

propriations, on Inventory of all
tho state'swater resources, polic-
ing of wateruse by water masters,
a legislative definition of riparian
rights and of natural flow, and a
curbing of "blanket" permits for
water use.
