Is AwardedPurple

HeartandCitation

Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Porcher were
notified last week that their son,
Sgt. John Porcher,had been award-
ed the Purple Heart posthumously,
and the Citation of Honor.

Ho had been awarded the Air
Medal In November last. On lN'6vent-bc- r

29th, the crew of which Sgt.
Porcher was a member, had their
B-- 17 Flying Fortressshot down, and
three of the crew are believed to
have been wounded. One of this
original crow is now In n hospital
at St. Paul, Minn.

Apparently, nccodring to Mrs.
Porcher, three of the original crew
were replaced by other flyers, be-
cause In the next picture Mr. and
Mrs. Porcher received from their
son, three new flyers appeared.

Mr. a.-n- d Mrs. Porcher first re-
ceived a message that their son was
missing over Germany, and later re-
ceived o telegram from the war de-
partment that he was killed in ac-

tion over Germany, on January 14.
His parents, however, have not

given up hope that their son some-
where, somehow, will be found to
be alive.

Mrs. Porcher received a letter
Monday from Mrs. J. L. Lewis of
Minneapolis, Minn., mother of Lt.
Joo Lewis, Pilot on the 7 Flying
Fortress with Sgt. Porcher, to the
effect that she had heard nothing
from her son, who was reported
missing.

Mrs. Porcher received a letter
from Mrs. Katzman of Buffalo, N.
Y., that she had 'received a card
from her son, who was co-pil-ot tfh
the plane, and that he was
a German prisoner of war. This was,
of course, written bqforc V-- E Day.

Jt has beenlearned that 'on Janu-
ary 14th, the day Sgt. Porcher was
reported missing, and later killed,
that there was an extensive cam-

paign on, and that his squadron
shot down 186 German plane3. They
left their base at Flaningham, Eng
land, and were attacked by heavy
aircraft over Durbin, Germany.

There were nine in tho crew on
the B-- at the time; four have
been unaccounted for; three have
been reported killed; and two were
reported prisoners of war.

Residents of Lamb county can supply enough
waste paper for 58,686 "suits of armor" for 105
mm. shells, tf they will buckle down and save an
avemge of '10 pounds of newspapers,wrapping and
boxes a month. The 105's are the big ones that
have been helping American forces in their ad-

vance toward Berlin and Tokyo.

Last year Americans saved lOG'i pounds of
waste paper, per capita, or enough for about 35
containerseach for the 105 mm. shells.

For each ammunition container or "paper suit
of armor" used to protect the shells from salt
water, dents, nicks and corrosive dirt, approxi-
mately three pounds of waste1 paper are required,
accordingto W. J. Wardell, vice president of tho
American Can company, which is manufacturing
millions of the containers. Ammunition-contain- er

board, one of the principal materials uspd in
making the "suits of armor," is made from mixed
paper and old corrugatedboxes, Mr. Wardell said.
Another material used is called .'tube and can
stock," which is made from all types of waste
paper.

arc G to 10 thousandncres of peas
and beans planted in i,amo couniy
each year. If these peas nnd beans
were innoculntcd, this much kind
would be improved each year be-

cause the innoculator adds nitrogen
to the soil.

Mr. M. M. White of Sudan recom-

mends not to plant watermelonson
the same land until at least 15 years
have elapsed since watermelons were
last planted there. This will control
blight, which is a very common di-

sease of melons in this locality.
The dockage farmers received for

smutt in grain sorghum last year
would buy enough chemicals to con-

trol it for several years, besides in-

creasing the production. Several
fields were affected with smutt as
high as 25 per cent.

Mr. .Tohn Nix of the Amherst
community has an excellent stand of
Crested Wheat grasswhich was sown
lust August nt the rate of 20 pounds
to the acre, which is more than is

necesairy for a stand, because this
grass was double sowed. This grass
now has an appearanceof a wheat
field and it is heading.
