per hundred will still prevail. The
increase in city income, due to the
new valuation total will be $1,271.77
if all taxes arc pnid.

With the
tax rate at $1.50, as high as the
state law will let city taxes go, the
revenue even from the new increas-
ed valuation will not bring in en-
ough to take care of the city ex-

The interest on the $315,000 is
G per cent which brines the intir- -
est due each year to approximately
$18,900. The City Commission at
the present time are trying to work,
out a refunding plan so the inter-- 1

est will only be 4 per cent. This,
would materially cut cost of gov-ernme-

'

Right now $1.25 of each $1.50
paid in per hundred dollars of val-
uation on property is going into
the interest account which at the
present time has approximately a
$9,000 balance. This money is be--'
ing neia up in tne local bank due
to a suit pending in the courts fil-
ed by some who wish priority with
the bonds they hold. The other 25
cents of the tax rate goes to help
run the city but it not ample to do
the job.

Water Payi
The city water department has

been a godsend to the city as it is a
paying affair. The income from wa-
ter each month averagesnlmiit si..
500 and part of this has to be used
to help run the city. The water
department has a binded indebted-
ness of $35,500 but these bonds
are in paid up condition along with
the interest due on them.

It speaks well for Littlefiold th-
ough to know that the $315,000 in
bonds outstanding are still bringing
a good price on the open market,
in fact Littlefield bonds are not for
sale in any great number: Evident-
ly the owners of these bonds feel
the city will eventually work its way
out of its indebtedness which has
running since about 1930.

City Mint Grow
It is said bv those whn knirai thi

local condition well that the situa--i
tion will never be worked out pro-
perly until the city grows and the
yearly increase in property valua-- i
tiona brinir in enough revenue to
pay the interest that is delinquent!
and to pay on the principal of the'
outstandingbonds.

Increased valuations this year
will no doubt bring in added revnue
and with business conditions much'
better than in the past few years'
it is expected that the City Trea-- 'sury will be in better condiion than
it has for many years. '
