grants new powers to ?;u counties,
and the Jay plan is a mandamus to
the counties on reorganization of
their county government.

The other objectives of the West
Texas Chamber adopted by the stute-
wide organization — curtailment of
state expenditure—will be put into
effect by a committee of twelve,
three from each of the regionul
rrvupu. and three from the Texuas,
nd al, Commercial and Agricul-
tural Conference. Jarvis says: “This
committes will serve on state budget
making problems in the same manner
ag we have asked our local commit-
tees to serve on local budget making
problems.  This committes will ap-
pear before the Board of Control,
and State Legislative Committees
with a view of securing curtailment
in state expenditures. It will per-
fect its own work program and poli-
cies, subject to the control of the
central committee. Never before in
the history of Texas has there been
any organized effort in opposition to
am:mprinllona as this piece of ma-
chinery will provide.”
