House will be all day Saturday, 
April 4 and from noon to 6 p.m.

On Thursday February 5th, 
RiverCrest Energy, Inc. installed 
a Bergey Excel 10 kW wind tur-
bine at 1305 Ponderosa in 
Wheeler, TX; just south of town. 

The 23' diameter wind turbine 
was installed on a 120' self sup-
porting lattice tower. The Bergey 
wind turbine is manufactured in 
Norman, OK and this particular 
model has been in service since 
1983. Bergey Windpower tur-
bines have a great track record 
and are known to be tough with 
very little maintenance. They 
have been installed all over the 
world in the most extreme condi-
tions known. They often replace 
other wind turbines that fail due 
to harsh conditions. They have 
very few parts and do not have a 
gear box. This particular design 
works on the same principle as 
the windmills that Ranchers have 
been using for water since the 
panhandle was settled. 

The turbine at 1305 Ponderosa 
is working exactly like Bergey said 
it would. The turbine produced 
more power than the house con-
sumed during the first month of 
operation. When the wind blows 
15 mph or higher the electric 
meter on the house goes back-
ward and we are basically selling 
Xcel Energy power. The average 
wind soeed for our area is 16 to  

18 mph. The turbine puts out 
around 10,000 watts at a wind• 
speed of 33 mph. Excel Energy 
is offering us annualized net me-
tering which means that we will 
most likely sell power during the 
windy winter, spring and fall 
months, then buy it back during 
the summer months when elec-
trical energy consumption is at its 
highest. Once a year, the home-
owner and Xcel Energy will settle 
up. The goal is to make enough  

power for one's own consumption. 
However, Xcel Energy will pay if 
more power is produced than con-
sumed. 

The wind energy business re-
ceived some long awaited good 
news in March. The stimulus bill 
that was approved and signed in-
cluded a 30% tax credit that can 
be applied to the total cost of a 
wind turbine system. This large 
tax credit is the big incentive that 
makes the upfront cost of install- 

irtg a wind turbine more palatable 
because it reduces the payback 
period significantly. The new tax 
credit also applies to solar power 
systems as well. In fact, many 
energy efficient home-  and busi-
ness improvements will get a tax 
credit like this one. 

The wind turbine tax credit 
means that if the turn-key cost of 
a Bergey Excel is $67,000, then 
the owner will be able to claim a 
$20,100 credit against their fed-
eral tax liability. This is not a "de-
duction" that reduces the taxable 
income of a given taxpayer; it is a

(A) A spotter is required for each 

welder, each cutter, each grinder 
or for any activity that causes or 
may cause a spark.

(D) Use of wood or charcoal 
fueled cookers is prohibited.
