That task
wasn't easy to accomplish when
he started first grade, because he
defiantly, didn't want to go.

For the first few days of school
the routine was; shove him in the
front door, then run like crazy to
the back door, to make sure he
didn’t dash out. After he got his
“hide tanned” a couple of times,
going to school became a little
