From The Minister's Desk:

The hisiory of World War |l reveals
that the German Third Reich was
guilt of someterrible atrocities. Many
of these atrocities occurred in the
concentration camps where thou-
sands of people were tortured and
killed.

One of these camps was at
Auschwitiz, Poland where it is be-
lieved that over two million people
were executed and another half
million people were starvedtodeath.
But among these acts of human
cruelty, there was at least one act of
human compassion.

This actof compassionwas done
by a man who was named
Maximilian Koble. Mr. Koble had
been arrested by the Gestapo, the
Nazi secret police, for a political
crim. He had helped Jewish refu-
gees in Poland. For this “crim” he
was imprisoned at Auschwitz.

During this imprisonment, an
escape occurred Iin the barracks
where Mr. Koble was imprisoned
In reprisal, the camp commandant
called his name, Mr. Gajowniczek
cried: “Have mercy! | have a wife
and children.”

Uponhearingthisplea, Mr. Koble
offered to take Mr. Gajowniczek’s
place. For some unknown resaon,
the commandant allowed the ex-
change and Mr. Koble was takento

abasement cellwiththe other con-
demned men. He survived for about
tow weeks without food or water,
but he was eventually executed
when a prison guard gave him an
injection of poison

Mr. Gajowniczek survived his
imprisonment at Auschwitz. After
the war, he resumed his life, living
in Germany with his wife and chil-
dren. In the back yard of his home,
he erected a garnite monument to
the memory of Mr. Koble. With this
garnite monument, Mr.
Gajowniczek acknowledged that
his life was a gift which had been
secured by another person’s death

This story is a microcosm of what
Jesus Christ did for us. According
to the New Testament we were
guilty of sin and were subject to its
penalty of death. (Romans 6:23)
But Jesus voluntarily took this
penalty upon Himself, dying upon
a Roman cross for our sins.

What should be our response to
this act of compassion? Perhaps
we should erect a monument to
Him, but this monument should not
be like the onethat Mr. Gajowniczek
ereclted for Mr. Koble. Rather it
should be a Ife that is obediently
committed to Jesus Christ

Scheduled for Tuesday

Certified and Licensed Pesticide
Applicators will have an opportunity to
receive five (5) continuing education
units (CEU’s) Tuesday, December 13,
1994. The Texas Pesticide Applicator
Course #1610, which is co-sponsored
by the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service and Texas Farm Bureau, will
be held inthe Atrium of the First United
Methodist Church in Wheeler. CEU's
will apply to private, non-commercial
and commercial licenses.

Registration for the course will be-
gin at 8:30 a.m. and the program will
begin at 9:00 a.m.

Centified Private Pesticide Applica-
tors, those who obtained their certifi-
cates prior to January 10, 1989 must
get 15 CEU'’s by December 31, 1995,
Ifthey failto getthe 15 CEU's, they will
be required to retrain, retest and pay
the $50.00 license fee.

Licensed Private Pesticide Appli-
cators, those who obtained their li-
censes after January 1, 1990, must
get 15 CEU's by December 31 of the
year their license expires.

Those applicators who got their li-
cense between January 10 and De-
cember31, 1994 are not abletorenew
their license and will have to retrain
and retest. CEU's will not do them any

good.
