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EXERCISE ENHANCES
WEIGHT-LOSS PROGRAMS
Exercise is an essential part of
weight control for more than just burn-
ing extra calories. Regular exercise
solves that most difficult problem—
making sure the weight never returns.
The most effective strategy for los-
ing weight is healthy eating with lower
calories choices from the basic food
groupings combines with a gradual

increase in exercise. “The best solu-
tion for keeping it off is to keep active,”
says Peter Wood, Ph.D., professor of
medicine at Stanford University and
associate director of the Stanford
Center for Research in Disease Pre-
vention, in Palo Alto, Calif.

Walking briskly for a half-
hour each day burns about 175 calo-
ries—a potential 15-pound weight loss
after a year.

Fro ster's Desk:

The first ten amendments of the
United States Constitution are
known as the Bill of Rights. With
these amendments, American citi-
zens areguaranteedthatthey have
certain freedom and liberties which
the government cannotrevoke. For
example, the firstamendmentsays:
“Congress shall make no law re-
specting an establishment of reli-
gion, or prohibiting the free exer-
cise thereof, or abridging the free-
dom of speech, or of the press; or
the right of the people peaceably to
assemble, and to petition the Gov-
ernment for a redress of griev-
ances.”

Notice that the first statement of
this statement says: "Congress
shall make no law respecting an
establishment of religion, or pro-
hibiting the free exercise thereof—
. “This statement consists of two
phrases which contain two cher-
ished constitutional rights. These
two phrases are: —

1. "Congress shall make no law
respecting an establishment of re-
ligion—. “This phrase has been
Interpreted by this nation's judicial
system to mean that a wall of sepa-
ration exists between church and
state. For this reason, the govern-
ment cannot impose religion upon
the citizens of this nation.

2. "—Or prohibiting the free ex-
ercise thereof—. "“This phrase
states that the government cannot
prohibit “—the free exercise—" of
religion. The citizens of this nation
have the constitutional right of “—
free exercise—" of religion without
governmental interference.

Since the founding of this nation,
the judicial system has struggledto
maintain a balance between these
two cherished constitutionalrights.
but for the last few years, this bal-
ance has been disturbed by sev-
eral judicial rulings. These rulings
have given precedentto the consti-
tutional right of separation of church
and state over the constitutional
right of “—free exercise—" of reli-
gion.

As a result of this imbalance,
some terrible inequalities now ex-
Ist in this nation. Perhaps the best
example of these inequalities is
that it Is legal to utter virtually any
conceivable blasphemy in a public
place. But it is illegal to pray at
school, before a football game, or
at a commencement ceremony. to
carrect inequalities like this one, it
Is Imperative that the two constitu-
tional rights in the first statement of
the first amendment be carefully

. properly understood and correctly

balanced.

The importance of such balance
Is not limited to a proper under-
standing of constitutional rights. It
is also needed in a proper under-
standing of the meaning of certain
Biblical texts. One of these texts is
Ephesians 2:8 which says: “For by
grace you have been save through
faith; and that not of yourselves, it
is the gift of God—. “Like the first
statement in the first amendment,
there are two phrases in this text
that must be carefully balanced.
These two parts are: —

1. “—By grace—. “Salvation is
by the grace of God which means
that people cannot earn their sal-
vation. The Apostle Paul wrote: “—
Join with me in suffering for the
gospel according to the power of
God, who has saved us, and called
us with a holy calling,not according
to our works, but according to His
own purpose and grace which was
granted us in Christ Jesus—." (Il
Timothy 1:9) Salvation is not by
works. It is “—by grace—."

2."—Through faith—. “Since this
text plainly states that salvation is
“—through faith—", the critical is-
sue is not whether faith saves.
Rather the critical issue is the type
of faith that saves. According to
several New Testament texts, the
type of faith that saves is a fa*h
that consists of obedience not
mental assent. (John 3:31-39,
Romans 1:1-7, James 2: 14-26)

When this critical issue is prop-
erly understood, it will correct the
erroneous belief that baptism is a
work of human merit which nulli-
fies the grace of God. But baptism
IS not a work of human merit. the
Apostle Paul gave the perfect de-
scription of baptism in his letter to
the church at Colosse, saying: "—
Having been buried with Him in
baptism, in which you were also
raised up with Him through faith in
the working of God, who raised
Him from the dead.” (Colossians
2:12) Baptism then is an act of faith
which sympolizes the death, the
burial, andthe resurrectionof Jesus
Christ. (Romans 6:1-11) And rather
than nullifying the grace of God,
this act of faith appropriates it.

Ephesians 2:8 is like the first
statement in the first amendment.
It contains two phrases that must
be carefully balanced if it is to be

applied.

SCS To Conduct Spot
Checks of Area Farms

Soil Conservation Service will be
conducting random spot checks on a
number of farms. Many of the farmers
who are participating in government
programs has been sent out a letter
already. Producers who didn't get a
letter should also pay close attention
to their farm plan. If there are any
practices that are scheduled for 92-93
year, they should be done that year.
All Fsa plans should be fully imple-
mented by 1995. S.C.S. will be look-
ing closely at the Conservation Crop-
ping Sequences, Crop Residue and
the practices that were scheduled for
that year. If the producers are out of
compliance on their farm land, they
will be notified immediately by the Soil
Conservation Service in Wheeler. Pro-
ducers who are found out of compli-
ance could jeopardizes farm pay-
ments.
