Deadline Is Near For
Tagging, Entering Stock

Although it is only October, 4-H and
FFA members who plan to exhibit in
the Wheeler County Junior Livestock
Show are putting theirlambs and hogs
on feed.

The purpose of the bond election is to allow the County
of Wheeler to be able to provide incentives in the amount
of $1,250,000.00 to the State of Texas for the purpose of
building a privately managed correctional facility in
Wheeler County.

How much is the proposed tax increase?

The proposed tax increase will be .0443 cents per
$100.00 of valuation. The current tax base of Wheeler
County is $404,062,940. A .0443 cent per $100 increase
would generate an overall increase of $170,000 per year

‘forten years. This total would completely retire the bond
issue and the cost associated with the issue.

How much will the proposed increase cost me?

It depends. The additional cost to a Wheeler County
tax payer will depend upon the taxable value of your
property. Here are some examples.

1) A piece of property valued at $50,000.00 will cost an
additional $22.15 per year for ten years, or a total of
$221.50.

2) A piece of property valued at $20,000.00 will cost an
additional $8.86 per year for ten years, or a total of
$88.60.

Will the proposed tax increase affect my city or
school taxes?

Absolutely not. The only tax that will be affected will be
the county tax bill.

Why should | vote to increase my taxes?

It may sound odd, but a small increase in county taxes
now will save a large increase in taxes later. There are
two reasons for this statement. First, in 1990 Wheeler
County had atax base of $468,070,474. The next yearin
1991 the tax base had fallen by almost thirty million
dollars to $438,587,618 and now in 1992 stands at
$404,062,940. The tax rate in 1990 was .2925 cents per
$100 valuation. The next year it went to .3600 cents per
$100 valuation and now it stands at .39069 cents per
$100 valuation. As valuation falls, the rate of tax must
increase to maintain the same revenue as the previous
year. Secondly, the population of Wheeler County has
declined. Thisdueinlarge parttolackofjobs forthe area.
With fewer people to pay taxes, a heavier burden is
distributed over fewer people. The increase that has
been proposed is for one reason only...to create jobs in
Wheeler County. About 110 jobs with a $4.5 million
payroll annually.

How is this private prison different from Tulia’s
private prison?

The private prison that was built in Tulia was a specu-
lative gamble. It was built with the hopes that the State
of Texas would contract to house inmates there. The
State of Texas found the private prison in Tulia to be
inadequately constructed and therefore refused to con-
tract with the owners. The unit Wheeler County is trying
to secure is “response to a State generated request for
proposal.” In other words, the State of Texas is originat-
Ing the idea to build a 500-bed facility to house inmates.
The State will guarantee to put prisoners here or the
County will not issue the bonds. Itis as simple as that. If
the State is not willing to sign a contract to guarantee
inmates in the prison, then Wheeler County will not offer
any incentives!

What happens if Wheeler County does not get a
prison?

The bonds will not be issued and the taxes will not go
up to cover the bonds. it will be just like no action at all

TEACHCHILDRENHOWTO SAVE
WITH COUPONS AND SALES

Youth are drawn to advertisements
and coupons. Resourceful youth are
able to recognize when these sales
tools are helpful to the consumer.

Think with your children about a
family goal — a vacation, a weekend
outing, repainting their room, some-
thingthat’s importanttothem, Letthem
choose agoad and startteaching them
howthey can help the family reach this
goal. Teach them to be resourceful
shoppers, spotting sales, advertise-
ments and coupons for things the fam-
ily will be buying. The money they help
the family save from sales prices and
coupons can be added to family sav-
ings for the goal they’ve chosen.

Planning as a family, list the items
you will buy this month in addition to
your weekly food shopping list. Show
your children how to check the expira-
tion date for coupons and set up a box
or envelop for them to store clipped
coupons. Have aplaceforfamily mem-
bers to place magazines and newspa-
pers that are ready for clipping.

Set atime to hare “shoppers’ news”
each day. This is a time for children to
report on sales for the family to con-
sider, if they have found something at
a good price the family plans to buy.
Most sales have cut-off dates. Check
advertisements to decide why the sale
price is being offered. Will it not likely
be at this low price again soon? Is it
something that is used frequently by
storestopullconsumersintothe store,
hoping you will switch to a nicer, higher
priced product?

Use shoppers’ nexttime to organize
coupons clipped. Show your children
how 1o organize coupons in the order
that items are typically found in the
stores where you show, so price com-
parisons can be made easily at the
store.

On shopping day, involve your chil-
dren in locating the items that they

have found sales ads or coupons for,
and involve them in deciding if it truly is
agood buy. Helpthem compare to see
if the produce price is lower than other
options after the coupon is used, or
does the couponrequirethemtobuy a
size or quantity the family does not
need.

Let them add up the savings that
come from their efforts, and record on
a chart at home their contribution to
the family’s goals.

Resourceful youth develop skills in
spotting money saving ads and cou-
pons. They also are quick to recognize
whenthese salestoolstruly save them
money and when ads might encour-
age someone to buy something they
really did not need or plan to buy.

From the Minister's Desk:

The Amarillo Globe News recently
contained an article about a spiritual
retreat that has been attended by
many people from this region of the
Texas panhandle. Having heard
some favorable reports about this
retreat, | anxiously read this article.
But after | read it, | had at least two
serious concerns about this retreat.

According to the article in the
Amarillo Globe News, the purpose
of this retreat is: “—to help people
become aware of Jesus Christ in
their lives, as the disciples did onthe
road to Emmaus in the 24th chapter
of Luke and to inspire them to serve
intheirhome churches.” While thisis
a commendable purpose, my con-
cern is how it is achieved. In my
opinion, a genuine awareness of
Jesus is not achieved in the lives of
people by some highly emotional
ploy. Rather it is produced by faith in
the objective teachings of the Bible.
(Romans 10:17)

When Jesus met the disciples on
the road to Emmaus, they were con-
fused about His crucifixion and res-
urrection, but He did not use some
highly emotional ploy to correct their
confusion. Jesus simply said: “O fool-
ish men and slow of heart to believe
in allthat the prophets have spoken!
Was it not necessary for Christ to
suffer these things and to enter into
His glory"? (Luke 24:25-26) Then
following this admonition, Jesus be-
gan “—with Moses and with all the
prophets—", explaining “—to them
the things concerning Himself in all
the Scriptures.” (Luke 24:27)

From this explanation, it should be
obviousthatan“awareness of Jesus”
in the lives of people is not achieved
by some highly emotional ploy. This
awareness is achieved by an obedi-
ent faith in the inspired teachings of
the Bible.

Another concern of mine is the

attitude that this retreat fosters to-
ward the will of God. this concern
was caused by a statement that
was quoted in this anticle. It was a
statement that a lady made after
she attended this seminar. She said:
“It's kind of like a supermarket. you
justtake off the shelf what God's got
for you, take it home and leave the
rest.”

It is totally inconceivable to me
that some people believe that the
will of God can be determined by
personal choice or preference.
These people need to remember
that Jesus said: “Not everyone who
say to Me, Lord, Lord, will enter the
Kingdom of heaven; but he who
does the will of My Father, who is in
heaven. many will say to me on that
day, Lord, Lord, did we not proph-
esy in your name, and in your name
cast outdemons, and in Your name
perform many miracles? And then |
will declare to them, | never knew
you; depart from Me, you who prac-
tice lawlessness.” (Matthew 7:21-
23)

To enter the “—kingdom of
heaven—" people must do the will
of the heavely Father. For this rea-
son, people must expositionally
study the Bible. When people
expositionally study the Bible, they
have only one concern which is to
learn and to know the will of God.
Their allegiance is to the will of God
nottotheir personal opinion, prefer-
ence, or choice.

Because of these two concerns, |
probably would not attend this spiri-
tual retreat. While | am sure that this
retreat would be enjoyable, | sin-
cerely believe thatitis a poor substi-
tute for faith in the objective teach-
ings of the Bible which is an infallible
revelation of the will of God.

Why should I vote to increase my taxes?

The purpose of the bond election is to allow the County of
Wheeler to be able to provide incentives in the amount of
$1,200,000.00 to the State of Texas for the purpose of
building a privately managed correctional facility in
Wheeler County.

How much is the proposed tax increase?

The proposed tax increase will be .042 cents per $100.00
of valuation. The current tax base of Wheeler County is
$404,062,940.

A .042 cent per $100 increase would generate an overall
increase of $170,000 per year for ten years. This total
would completely retire the bond issue and the cost
associated with the issue.

How much will the proposed increase cost me?
The majority of all county taxes are paid by the oil and gas
industry. The cost to you as an individual taxpayer
depends upon the taxable value of your property. Here are
some examples:

(1) A piece of property valued at $50,000.00 will cost an
additional $21.00 per year for ten years, or a total of
$210.00.

(2) A piece of property valued at $20,000.00 will cost
$8.40 per year for ten years, or a total of $84.00.

Will the proposed tax increase affect my city or
school taxes?
Absolutely not! The only tax that will be affected will be
the county tax bill.
The added jobs and increased population could prevent
increases in future city, school, and county taxes.

It may sound odd, but a small increase in county taxes now
will save a large increase in taxes later. There are two
reasons for this statement.

First, in 1990 Wheeler County had a tax base of
$468,070,474. The next year, in 1991, the tax base had
fallen by almost thirty million dollars to $438,587,681 and
now in 1992 stands at $404,062,940. The tax rate in 1990
was .2925 cents per $100 valuation. The next year it went
to .3600 cents per $100 and now it stands at .39069 cents
per $100. As valuation falls, the rate of tax must increase
to maintain the same revenue as the previous year.
Secondly, the population of Wheeler County has declined.
This due in large part to lack of jobs for the area. With
fewer people to pay taxes, a heavier burden is distributed
over fewer people. The increase that has been proposed is
for one reason only...to create jobs in Wheeler County.
About 110 jobs with a $4.5 million payroll annually.

How is this private prison different from Tulia's

private prison? _
The private prison that was built in Tulia was a speculative
gamble. It was built with the hopes that the State of Texas
would contract to house inmates there. The State of Texas
found the private prison in Tulia to be inadequately
constructed and therefore refused to contract with the
owners. The unit Wheeler County is trying to secure 1S a
"response to a State generated request for proposal”. In
other words, the State of Texas is originating the idea to
build a 500 - bed facility to house inmates. The State will
guarantee to put prisoners here or the County will not issue
bonds. Itis as simple as that. If the State 1s not willing to
sign a conuact to guarantee inmates in the prison, then
Wheeler County will not offer any incentives!
