Fresh from their smashing victory
last week end at Greenville, where
they met and defeated the best girls
high schoo. basketball teams of
Texas, the Allison state champions go
next week to Wichita, Kans., to enter
the National A. A. U. tournament in
search of new fields to conquer.

Dates of the Kansas event
March 21-26.

In that tournament the Panhandle
girls will meet the best there is in
girls basketball teams and have a
chance to show their mettle to the
fullest extent. Entries include fem-
inine hoop artists representing high
schools and colleges, as well as in-
dependent teams sponsored by com-
mercial organizations and corpora-
tions.

Entries are limited to only 32
teams of the nation, who are admit-
ted by invitation based on records |
and achievements. Therefore, it is
apparent that the Texas state champ- |
ions, representing their fine little
village of Allison, Wheeler county,
the Panhandle and the Lone Star|
state, were accorded no small distine- |
tion when invited to participate. ‘

According to John Peeples, super- |
intendent of the Allison school and
coach of the Ramblettes, the Wichita |
tourney brackets were filled except
for one place, to be awarded a team
of outstanding merit. He and his
team appreciate the honor shown
them and realize, to some extent at
least, the class of basketball they
will encounter.

However, they are entering with a
determination to give their best and
strive to place high if not at the top
of the heap.
