"The 
policy of scarcity and the administra­
tion of acreage and crop control is 
discriminatory to West Texas wheat 
and cotton producers and is stagnat­
ing our agricultural welfare," they 
declared.

Under the old Bankhead bill, West 
Texas farmers were forced to produce 
45 per cent less cotton, while certain 
states east of the Mississippi were 
allowed to produce more cotton, it j 
was pointed out. Foreign markets j 
are being lost because while cotton 
acreage is being reduced in this 
country, it is being increased in other 
countries, it was said.

Under t h e  Domestic Allotment 
plan, a farmer can control his own | 
acres, secure subsidy payments on 
the portion of this crop domestically 
consumed and be free to get what 
he can on the balance of his crop 
in the foreign market, WTCC of­
ficials said.

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Water Wells Surveys 
are Being Re-opened

Project is to Determine Amount 
and Duality of State's 

Underground Supply

AMARILLO, August 22, 1938 — 
Works Progress Administration will 
open a new state-wide project for the 
continuation of water-well surveys 
which were started about two years 
ago under the sponsorship of the 
Texas Board of Water Engineers. A. 
A. Meredith, administrative officer, 
announced today. Co-operating with 
the sensors are the U. S. Geological 
Survey and the Texas Bureau of In­
dustrial Chemistry.

The purpose of the survey is to 
determine so far as possible, the 
amount and quality of water avail­
able to Texas for municipal, farm 
and industrial uses. The project is 
operated with the county as a unit 
and with trained geologists or en­
gineers in charge of the work. The 
information thus obtained is publish­
ed in the form of pamphlets and is 
available to those interested. Copies 
are also sent to various libraries 
throughout the state and to schools 
and colleges for reference and future 
study.

The project is also the beginning of 
a long range program to be carried 
on by the Board of Water Engineers 
and the U. S. Geological Survey as 
funds permit. A survey has already 
been made in nine of the 26 counties 
in the district, and the publications 
are ready for distribution.

Recently because of the growing 
apprehension in various parts of the 
state over the depletion of ground 
water reserves, Governor James All- 
red called a meeting of city and 
county officials from all parts of the 
state to discuss the advisibility of 
passing laws to regulate the with­
drawal of underground water. In 
order to give intelligent consideration 
to the problem, more information is 
needed and it is intended that this 
project shall supply a part of that 
data. It is exacted that recommen­
dations will be made to the state 
legislature at its next session on the 
subject of underground water con­
trol.

The project is operated in the divi­
sion of Women's & Professional proj­
ects with Mrs. Pari B. Walker in 
charge. Samuel F Turner, associate 
hydraulic engineer, is in charge of 
the state-wide supervision and is as­
sisted by W. O. George, geologist of 
the Texas Board of Water Engineers. 
George is now in the district making 
plans for the operation of these proj­
ects

Traffic Situation 
Still Bad Despite 

Casualty Decrease
Texas' traffic casualty picture re­

mains dismal in spite of regular 
monthly decreases in death tolls, 
state police said today, as they 
watched the July records rise to 139 
dead.

While there has been a saving of 
145 lives in the first seven months of 
this year compared with 1937 figures, 
traffic experts of the safety depart­
ment declared that ruthlessness and 
recklessness have snuffed out the 
lives of 909 people on Texas streets 
and highways since January 1.

Because of holiday and vacation 
travelers causing crowded conditions 
and additional traffic hazards during 
the month of July, there was a pre­
dicted increase in deaths and injuries, 
but the 1938 toll fell short of the 
July. 1937, death rate by 15. Still, 
the officials pointed out, 99 per cent 
of these fatal crashes were unneces- j 
sary and could have been avoided had 
drivers followed simple rules of safe- \ 
ty

Cities are showing improved acci- j 
dent records as only 38 deaths oc- j 
curred on city streets last month. 
There were 92 laid to open highway i 
traffic. Intensified enforcement, edu­
cational campaigns and publicity pro­
grams were given by state officers 
as the reason for lowered traffic 
losses in cities. Similar activities are 
adopted for decreasing open highway 
crashes. However, higher speed limits 
bring about more serious collisions, 
police said.

State traffic recorders said that 60 
of the 139 dead lost their lives in 
accidents involving two or more 
vehicles. Two were killed riding bi­
cycles. One lost his life in a horse- 
drawn conveyance and another died 
after his car struck livestock on a 
highway. Six were killed in rail­
road crossing crashes.

Heavy financial losses and suffer­
ing were seen by police in the re­
ports showing that 1,454 persons were 
injured in July accidents, many slat­
ed to die from their hurts.

Eakle Building, Amarillo, Texas.

KM: RESPONSIBILITY FOR 
OTHERS

Lesson Text: I Sam. 3:11-14; 4:12- 
18.

Lesson Scope: 1 Sam. 2:12-4:18. 
Devotional Reading: Galatians 6 : 

7-10.

An Angle of Approach
Responsibility is a word laden with 

consequences. Every position in life ! 
has its corresponding responsibility. 
Parents have a heavy responsibility 
to their children and children must 
bear a corresponding respect and 
honor toward their parents. The 
heavier the responsibility, the more 
carefully should one qualify to meet 
it.

Guarding my own heart from cor­
ruption, keeping my own body clean 
and tidy, and laboring with my own 
hands to supply my own need, fine 
as these are, they do not answer for j 
the responsibility I have toward 
others. 1 cannot disavow it, nor 
successfully disown it.

Surely the heaviest of all is the 
responsibility one has toward his 
own children. If properly met, it 
brings great and joyous rewards. If 
neglected, it yields sorrow and great 
humiliation and disgrace.

THE HEART OF THE LESSON
Introduction

The heart of mankind is essentially 
the same regardless of time, race, 
color or clime. Twelve centuries be­
fore Christ or twenty centuries after 
Christ the need is the same. Husband 
and wife become “one flesh" and the 
wife is called the husband's own body 
(Eph. 5:28. 29). How much more 
then are children bone and flesh of 
this union and the first and greatest 
of the parent's responsibility.

Evidently Eli neglected this re­
sponsibility and God held him to a 
strict account. The defeat of the 
armies of Israel, the death in battle 
of Eli’s sons and the great sorrow 
and “accidental” death of Eli was the 
“ recompense of reward" to this neg­
lected responsibility.
EII'n Sons

Hoplini and Phinehas. because they 
were sons of Eli, were priests in 
Israel. They became corrupt in heart 
and life and, because of their position 
and influence, led Israel into corrup­
tion. Thus the old saying was true 
in them, "Like priests, like people."

God made known unto Samuel that 
He would perform all that He had 
spoken against Eli's house because of 
this evil (I Sam. 2:27-36). “ for I have 
told him that I will judge his (Eli's) 
house forever."
I'nrestrained Sons

“Because his sons made themselves 
vile, and he restrained them not” 
Eli must bear his part of the con­
sequences. Not only were they mor­
ally corrupt (1 Sam. 2:22) they dis­
regarded God's laws in the temple 
worship (I Sam. 2:29). Because Eli 
let this scandalous, notorious disre­
gard of God's law go unrestrained 
he had in reality put his corrupt sons 
before God. “ thou honorest thy sons 
before Me." Eli did raise an objec-

tion to all this (I Sam. 2:24, 25), 
but he did not put his foot down on 
it.

There are too many fathers just 
like that in this day characterized 
by the greatest crime wave in the 
history of our nation. Some of these 
fathers (and mothers) are godly and 
altogether righteous, so far as their 
personal lives are concerned, but 
they do not exercise parental author­
ity with which God has obligated 
them.

“I think it right, as long as I am 
in this tabernacle, dear friends, to 
stir you up by putting you in re­
membrance” ((II Pet. 2:13) that the 
Apostle Paul gave this as a chief 
characteristic of the last days of this 
age of grace (II Tim. 3:1-8).

What part are you playing, dear 
father and mother, in these signs of 
the time? Will our sons stand and 
we also not suffer for these things? 
Folly on us for thinking so! Spare 
correction ( “ the rod” ) and we will 
reap sorrow and disgrace.
Defeat and Death

So defeat came to the armies of 
Israel and death came to both Eli 
and his two sons (I Sam. 4:12-18).

Germany stands as another ex­
ample of this very lesson. Fifty years 
ago there arose in her great institu­
tions of learning a class of "clergy­
men" who began to doubt. They 
doubted every fundamental truth of 
the Bible and that doubt grew into 
unbelief. For years science took the 
throne of God and every particle of 
faith was destroyed that could not 
be explained scientifically.

The theory of organic evolution 
displaced the Bible record of creation. 
Miracles recorded in the Bible were 
branded as myths. Christ was the 
illegitimate son of Joseph and Mary 
and not the miraculous Son of God. 
conceived in the womb of Mary by 
the Holy Spirit. The blood of Jesus 
had nothing to do with the cleansing 
of our sins and God is nothing more 
than an idea.

And now does the church in Ger­
many wonder and grieve that God 
has brought defeat and death to their 
forces ?

We too. may tremble, for our na­
tion is letting our sacred things fall 
into the hands of the heathen, for 
we are suffering from the hands of 
our "clergymen" the very s a m e  
apostacy Germany suffered f r o m  
theirs. The most of our city pulpits 
are filled with the sons of Germany’s 
Eli.

And the wonder of it all is that 
, this thing is going on unrestrained 
by our leading denominations. And 
the people, many o f  whom are surely 
God's own, are looking upon these 
defiled pulpiteers with a passive at­
titude "because it is so unbecoming 
to accuse” these “reverend" some­
bodies!

But I, my friends, will, by the 
grace of God, do all I can to restrain

(Continued from First Page)
ium notice, it tells the exact amount 
of ordinary No. 2 hard winter wheat 
necessary to pay for his policy. It 
also gives the equivalent in two other 
grades and in cash, so that he has 
four options can pay in cash, or in 
his choice of three grades of wheat. 
He can even pay now, in wheat, his 
premium for insurance on the 1940 
crop.

"This is the only crop insurance,” 
the supervisor explains, "the cost of 
which is based on actual production 
and loss information compiled by 
counties and by farms. Thus, through 
a period of better seasons, better 
farming and use of better seed, it is 
possible for a community to lower its 
risk rate.

By a nation-wide system of hand­
ling the wheat, which represents 
premiums paid, and constitutes its 
reserve, from which indemnity pay­
ments will be made, the Federal Crop 
Insurance corporation effects econ­
omies in the cost to the grower of 
this insurance, prevents much local 
business hardship in communities 
subject to crop failures and exerts a 
stabilizing influence on prices.

"A number of large insurance com­
panies, to which the plan of the Fed­
eral Crop Insurance corporation was 
submitted, approved it as sound and 
an improvement over other services. 
These companies own many farms 
and are financially able to carry their 
own insurance, but several of them 
are buying Federal Crop Insurance 
corporation policies on their 1939 
wheat and are urging their tenants 
to do the same."

Both operators and landlords of 
farms are eligible for crop insurance. 
In cases where more than one per­
son has an interest in the crop, either 

j or both may insure their interest 
and separate policies will be made to 
each individual. If one party wants 
to insure his share of the crop and 

| the other does not, a policy may be 
i written on his interest in the crop 
without affecting the other party.
