Voters Asked to Approve Issue of |
$53,000 Revenue Bonds to
Match Federal Grant

In compliance with instructions
from the regional PWA office at Fort |
Worth, the local city council met in|
special session yesterday with Mayor
R. J. Holt presiding, for action which
enters the Wheeler water works-
sewer project into a phase of new
activity. n

The council passed an order calling
for an election on Aug. 5 when quali-
fied voters of the town will be asked |
to approve an issue of $53,000 worth |
of revenue bonds for the “purpose of
paying a portion of the cost of ac-|
quiring and constructing a water
works and sewer system in said city, |
and pledging the revenues of same to
the payment thereof.”

Official notice of the election, con-
taining full details of the proposition,
will be found on another page of this
paper.

As is stated elsewhere in these
columns, the proposed bonds are rev-
enue bonds only; that is, they are
not taxation bonds and their issuance
cannot cause additional taxes to be
levied on real or personal property
for the purpose of meeting the obliga-
tion incurred. Payment of the bond
issue must come from the earnings
(the revenue) derived from operation
of the proposed new water works and
sewer system.

The election, which is dated for
Friday, Aug. 5, will be held in the
Ernest Lee building on the west side
of the square. Presiding judge named
by the council is A. B. Crump. Other
officials are T. S. Puckett, judge;
Hattie Lee, clerk; Naomi Perrin,
clerk.

Several weeks ago the federal gov-
ernment made a grant of $43,363
and a loan of $53,000 to Wheeler for
the purpose of acquiring and con-
structing a water works and sewer
system. The grant was outright and |
takes care of itself, contingent upon
acceptance of the loan. The proposed |
bond issue is to meet this loan. |

When voters go to the polls on this |
matter they will have an opportunity |
to show their faith in their home |
town and their willingness to ap-|
prove a project that will be of in-|
estimable value from a civic improve- |
ment standpoint. Expansion of the |
water works plant and installation of |
modern sewer facilities will consti- |
tute one of the greatest if not the |
greatest forward steps in the history |
of Wheeler and is a movement in|
which it is believed—and hoped
every citizen will join whole-hearted-
ly.

“The Way of True Liberty”

Texts: Luke 21:19, “Possess ye
your own soul;"” John 14:6, "I am
the way

We have just observed a day of the
year which we are pleased to call
“Independence Day.” Through its
observance America seeks to keep
alive a heart-love for liberty, an in- |
born trait of man. We, as American
people, do have a degree of liberty, |
but the way of true liberty is yet |
unknown to the surging millions of |
our great hation. This message deals
with that subject. |

In Luke 21:19 Jesus commands a |
primary undertaking of this way |
“Possess ye your own soul,” or exer-
cise self control--be master of self.|
Society or nations are liberated only |
as individuals find the true way of
liberty. Socrates said, “Know thy-|*
self.” This is good, but it leaves one |
still in bondage. A certain “science” |
says, “Save thyself,” (by de\olopmemx
This is |
impossible. Christianity says, “Give |
thyself in service, cultivate talent, |
exercise unto godliness, develop ca-
pacities.” The law of God for the|

| conservation of life and liberty is|
through self control.

In dealing with self we have resi-
dent forces demanding exercise or
development. We have inabilities or
weaknesses to be guarded or protect-
ed. We have holy ambitions or spiri-
tual longings to be nurtured and
brought to fruition. We have noble
purposes and lofty ideals to be estab-
lished and strengthened; and carnal
tendencies to be curbed; fleshly de-
sires to be crucified. Worldly pride
must give way to humility.

According to our nature these
forces and tendencies rise up within
and demand decision upon the part
of the will. Any decision, however,
without spiritual and moral discern-
ment would tend to bondage rather
than liberty. But we must choose.
Our nature demands it. We cannot
be neutral on moral issues. *“He that
gathereth not with me scattereth
abroad. The man who plays neutral
is usually wrong-—"ashamed of his
own crowd and afraid of the other
crowd.” We have an example in the
Roman governor, Pilate, of one who
tried to be neutral.

So when any human soul once gets |
a vision of the great possibilities on
the one hand, and the great dangers
on the other, he is made to cry out
with the disciple Thomas: “Lord how
can we know the way.” Then it is
that Moses' sister, when he was being
taken from his little boat, stood near
with a question for his good; so does
Jesus stand near with an answer, “I|
am the way . . ."

I would that we could see each
earthly life as it is being lived be-
tween rival claimants to the throne
room of its personality. We stand,
as it were, on a spot of so little self-
knowledge and of still less establish- |
ed purposes regarding the true way
of freedom and liberty. All beyond
lie the darkness. Our liberty loving

the main have not accepted the way |
of self restraint—the true way of|

| prescribed way to liberty.

So choose, oh soul, whether you!

way.

True liberty cannot be had through‘
