RAT CONTROL ON THE FARM

The first step toward successful
rat control is a sincere determination
to be rid of the pests. Often the
control measures to be used will
vary for different premises. Study
your problem, observe the feeding
and nesting habits of the rats, where
they are running and how they gain
entrance to buildings With this
information you are in a better po-

sition to begin worthwhile control
work.

No poison, however, good, will be
effective unless the rats eat it. For
this reason baits should be chosen
that the rats will take readily At
least three different types of bait

should be exposed at the same time
in order to assure effective poisoning
Be sure the bait is fresh and attrac-
tive. Small pieces of poisoned bait
should be placed in runways,
around the wall line of buildings and
in attics and basem Baits may
be laid on squares of paper to make
their removal easier and to check on
results

Formulas for mixing poisoned bait
are available the county agent's
office

The same care should be taken in
choosing bait for traps as is used in
poisoning. When you use the com-
mon snap baits may be
securely tied to trigger and set with
the baited end to wall, in run-
ways, near holes and where rats are

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AFTER THE WAR—THEN WHAT?

Today most minds are centered on
the job of winning this war—and
that is one of the biggest jobs that
has come to any nation in the history
of mankind. At the same time, many
men are thinking of that day when
the war will finally end and the
equally vast task of reconstruction
must be started. They are laying
plans for this world of the future,
based on the hope that ways can
be found to make international peace
and prosperity real and permanent,
instead of temporary and illusory.

All Americans know what happen-
ed after the last war. It was the
position of President Wilson that
this nation must accept the respon-
sibility of leadership in world affairs,
and he believed that the League of
Nations was the proper instrument
for the discharge of that responsi-
bility For good or ill, Mr. Wilson
could not win the American Congress
and the American people to his side
He literally burned himself out on a
national speaking tour which proved
to be an utter failure. This nation
was sick of internationalism and war.
It wanted only to mind its own busi-
ness and to manage its own affairs.
It had little interest in what went
n beyond it's borders

Now the situation is vastly differ-
'nt in many ways. The Atlantic
Charter commits this nation to help
in the rebuilding of all the world
Fhe Charter, in principle, has been
ilmost universally approved—indeed,
the main criticism of it is that it
joes not go far enough. And, per-
haps more important still, the politi-
al opposition to the Administration
has formally placed itself on record
with a policy which is a far cry from
the “traditional isolationism' of yes-

teryear
At the end of the last war, the
strongest figure in the Republican

party was the able Senator Lodge,
who did more than any other man
to block Congressional approval of
the League of Nations. Now a
dominant figure in the party is a
man whose viewpoint is genuinely
internationalist, Wendell Willkie. It
was Mr. Willkie who carried the
torch at the recent meeting of the
Republican Policy Committee, and
who succeeded in having passed res-
olutions which almost completely em-
body his ideas.

The other day Mr. Willkie made
a speech, in which he said this: “It
will be a new idea to many Ameri-
cans that the United States in the
future may need help from other na-
tions. But we do need help if our
personal liberty, of justice, of equal-
ity, of hope and growth and expan-
sion, are to survive. We can keep
America to ourselves, though I doubt
if the America we keep to ourselves
would be free. But we cannot keep
freedom to ourselves. If we are to

have freedom, we must share free-
dom The day of vast empire is
past. The day of equal peoples is at
hand

“Let us keep that aim shining be-
fore us like a light—a light for the
people of Europe, for the people of
Africa, for the people of Asia, for

the people of South America,, and for |

the people of our own beloved land.”
As Time put it, “Seldom before

had any U. S. Leader said, in such |

clean, earthly words, that the free-
dom on which this nation was found-
ed means freedom and dignity for
all people of all lands.”

Precisely what we must or will
do in the future is in the laps of the
gods. Many think that there will be
great economic adjustments, and we
must find ways to help other peoples
attain the means as well as the de-

sire to buy part of the incredible |

flood of goods that our post-war
factories will be able to produce.
They think there will be an end to
thinking that peoples of another
creed and color are inferior to
| peoples of our creed and color. They
| think, in short, that a real start may
be made toward the goal of the Bro-
therhood of Man that philosophers
have dreamed about for 20 centuries.
: In any event, all of us are now get-
ting a new and far more accurate

"idea of the character of other people.

We used to think of the Chinese in
terms of incredible poverty, disease
now we have learn-
ed that the Chinese are brave and
intelligent and are led by men who

are outstanding in any company.
We used to think of the Russians
|as spineless serfs—and now the

Russians have held the greatest mili-
tary machine the world has ever
known, and perhaps saved all the
United Nations from defeat and dis-
aster. We used to think of Australia
as a rather uninteresting and unim-
portant “island” far away in the
Pacific—and now we have learned
that the Australians are people very
like ourselves, proud and embattled,
and that the defense of Australia is
vital to our own defense. So it goes.
Whatever comes, the average Ameri-
can is obtaining an infinitely better
knowledge of the world and the
peoples who inhabit it than his fore-
bears ever had.

CORRECTION MUST BE MADE

In his recent speech to congress
which dealt with price stabilization,
the President said: “It is our effort
to be fair in all phases of price
control; and if our future experience
reveals inequality or unfairness, cor-
rections will, of course, be made.”

It seems inevitable that general

price freezing will have to be swiftly |

followed by many corrections. Those
corrections must be made in order
to save retail business, both small
and large, from imminent destruc-
tion.

Increases in retail prices have been
substantially less than increases in
wholesale prices. In the last war,
to the contrary, retail price boosts
kept pace with and often ran ahead
of wholesale rises. The reason that
did not happen this time is that re-
tail industry long ago pledged itself
to do everything in its power to hold
the cost of living down. In fulfilling

that pledge, it adopted the policy of |

pricing goods on the basis of original
cost, not replacement cost. In other
words, it did not increase its prices
to the consumer until it replaced
stock at a higher cost. The result of
that public-spirited policy was a very
large *lag” between the retail and
wholesale price indexes.

Now adequate provisions must be
made for eliminating that lag, other-
wise, retailers will be legally bound
to sell many articles at no profit,
and some articles at an actual loss.
That would mean disaster for thou-
sands of stores.

This affects every community in
the country. It affects every kind of
retail store-——general merchandise,
clothing, household goods, hardware,
food, etc. The very life of a large
segment of small business depends
on it. All agree that price stabiliza-
tion is necessary. But it must not
be imposed in a way that would lit-
| erally destroy enterprises which have
fought most effectively against infla-
tion.

CHECK YOUR HEALTH

“Pre-habilitation is a word with
much more meaning than the famil-
iar one ‘rehabilitation,” " Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, state health officer, declared to-

day in emphasizing the advisability |

of frequent physical examinations.

Dr. Cox pointed out that young
men who expect to enter military
service within the near future should
go to their family doctor for a check
up, so that any remedial physical
| defects can be attended to before
they are called.

“By possible corrective treatment,
young men can be ready for military
service when called, who are not
now able to serve,” Dr. Cox said.
