Letter Reveals 500
Homes Are Needed

Mayor R. H. Forrester has received
a letter from Olen W. Farris, cap-
tain of police, and George H. Moore,
lieutenant of police, both of the
Certain-teed Products Corporation of
the Pantex Ordnance Plant of Ama-
rillo, requesting assistance in the
problem of housing workers of that
plant and providing a means of
transportation for the workers to
and from the work.

The letter from the officers is as
follows:

“We need your assistance on the
two following problems:

“First, we need at least 500 homes
for families employed with the above
ordnance plant. These families are
employed for the duration and are
not connected with construction
work. The mentioned families will
be permanent residents for your com-
munity.

“Second, we need transportation
for these men in competition with
the present transportation. We feel
sure with your co-operation and
assistance, we can control this emer-
gency.

“We are assured that you are in-
terested in placing a family in every
vacant house in your community.
We will be anxious to meet any
representatives and discuss this mat-
ter that you might see fit to send
to the above address. We can be
contacted at this address between
the hours of 6:30 a. m. and 3:00
p. m.

“Thanking you in advance for any
consideration in this matter, we are
very truly yours.”

It is estimated that five or six
houses and probably several apart-
ments are available in Wheeler for
the workers of the plant and any-
one having a house or apartment
for rent is requested to contact
Mayor Forrester at once and give
him information regarding the num-
ber of rooms, whether or not mod-
ern, amount of rent asked and other

necessary information.
Bus schedules and other available
means of transportation will be

checked and the officers of the plant
informed immediately.

Farm Sc;:urify Loans
Are Now Available For |
Needy Farm Families i

Authority to immediately resume |
receiving applications from low-in-
come and needy farm families in
Wheeler county for loans with which |
to carry on their farm and home
operations was received here yester- |
day by Frank O. Wofford, rural re- |
habilitation supervisor for the Farm
Security Administration. |

The information that loan funds |
for the FSA's supervised lending |
program for the current fiscal year
are immediately available was re-
ceived from Jesse B. Gilmer, regional
director, with headquarters at Ama-
rillo. |

The Farm Security lending pro-
gram, it was learned, will continue |
its policy of making small food-for-
freedom loans to farm owners, ten-
ants and part-time farmers. These
loans are designated to assist fam-
ilies to produce food for home con-
sumption. Production of food for
sale will continue to be of secondary
importance.

Food-for-freedom loans are limited
to $500 for each family. Borrowers
may use the funds for the purchase
of dairy animals, feed, seed, small
farming and gardening implements,
canning supplies, repairs for live-
stock and poultry hoéusing facilities,
food storage space, medical and den- |
tal care and so forth.

In addition to the small food-for-
freedom loans for fall crops and gar-
dens and other immediate needs and
Farm Security Administration, ac-
cording to Wofford, will continue
making its regular rural rehabilita-
tion loans, and community co-opera-
tive service loans.

Farm owners, tenants and part-
time farmers in Wheeler county who
need to borrow funds for fall and
winter operations or to meet their
farm and home needs next spring
should make application to Wofford,
with offices in the court house, on
the third floor, at Wheeler.

Farms have long been one of the
most important sources of scrap
metals and other waste materials, |
which are now vitally needed by
the nation's war industries It is,

therefore, every farmer's and ranch-
er's patriotic duty to see that these
metals and other waste
lving forgotten on their farms, are
made available to the government.
Although scrap iron and steel are
the most important, other metals,
such as brass, copper, zinc, lead and
tin are needed.

Every ton of scrap iron when mix-
ed with other metal at the smelter
will make four tons of steel. One
old disc will provide enough steel for
210 semi-automatic light carbines;
one old plow will make 100 seventy-
five millimeter armor-piercing pro-
| jectiles; one old shovel will make
four hand grenades. These are need-
ed to help win the war.

Wheat Land Needed
For More War Crops

Can you shift part of. your wheat
acreage to war crops?

The Texas U. S. Department of
Agriculture War Board this week
asked wheat growers that question
and urged them to “think twice be-
fore seeding your entire wheat allot-
ment.”

“Where land usually planted to
wheat is suitable for the production
of war crops, we urge farmers to
cut their wheat plantings and in-
crease their plantings of war crops,”
B. F. Vance, board chairman, de-
clared. “The national wheat acreage
allotment of 55,000,000 acres, the
minimum under the law, will pro-
duce far more wheat than we can
use, especially in view of the two-
year supply already on hand.”

These organiza-
tions engage in processing, storing,
marketing, and financing every im-
portant agricultural crop produced
in the state Leading in number
are the co-operative cotton gins, the
grain and rice associations, and the
purchasing co-operatives. Others
have been set up by farmers to sup-
ply themselves with electric cur-
rent, production credit, hospitaliza-
tion, insurance, and similar services.
One third of the farm families in
Texas now are members of one or
more of these co-operatives.

National leaders as well as men
prominent in Texas co-operative ac-
tivities will apear on the program of
the institute. Mr. Bowles and one
of the leaders attending the institute
will broadeast on the Texas Farm
and Home program, August 11, at
6:15 a m.

l All wages paid for services render- |
ed, regardless of the length of time
involved, should be reported on the
regular quarterly Social Security tax
returns, Dewey Reed, manager of
the Amarillo office of the Social Se-
curity Board, announced today.

The announcement was made to
correct the false impression of many
employers that work of a short du-
ration need not be reported.

“Temporary, part-time, intermit-
tent, or casual labor, which is in the
course of an employer's trade or
business should be reported, even
though the amount of wages involved
is small,” Reed said. “Employers
should record the name and social
security account number of each
such worker, and the required in-
formation should be reported the
same as that for regular employees
who work steadily for one employer.”

Reed added that night watchmen,
janitors and others who may be em-
ployed by several firms at the same
time are entitled to the old-age and
survivors insurance benefits which
are provided by the social security
act. The benefits are computed on
the basis of the total wages received
from all employers who are covered
by the social security act

of; and providing for the necessary
appropriation to defray necessary
expenses for the submission of this
amendment.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGIS-
LATURE OF THE STATE OF TEX-

Section 1. That Article 1II of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
be amended by adding thereto, im-
mediately after Section 49, a section
to be known as Section 49a, to read
as follows: .

“Section 49a. It shall be the duty
of the Comptroller of Public Ac-
counts in advance of each Regular
Session of the Legislature to pre-
pare and submit to the Governor and
to the Legislature upon its conven-
ing a statement under oath showing
fully the financial condition of the
State Treasury at the close of the
last fiscal period and an estimate of
the probable receipts and disburse-
ments for the then current fiscal
year. There shall also be contained
