CCC Completes 9

Years of Service

When the Civilian Conservation
Corps closed its books on June 30,
it had completed 9 and 1-4 years of
service in conserving the natural and
human resources of America.
|ing that period, CCC camps under
| the supervision of the U. S. Forest
| Service and the State Forester ad-
| vanced the cause of forest conserva-
|tion in Texas by at least a genera-
|tion, both on the four national
| forests and on state and privately
lowned lands. A total of about 3,-
900,000 man-days of work was done,
of which 60 per cent was on state
and private lands.

High lights of the work accom-
plished in Texas include the follow-
ing items:

The CCC boys, in improving the
physical facilities of the forests, built
3,330 miles of roads and over 7,000
bridges. They constructed 19 build-
ings and 8 large dams, 7,000 miles
of telephone lines, and 226 miles of
fences. To check erosion, they seed-
(ed or sodded more than 200,000
| square yards of gullies.

Roads and telephone lines are im-
portant in fire protection. In addi-
tion, 101 lookout towers were erect-
ed, 459 miles of firebreaks cleared,
and fire hazards reduced along 25,-
000 miles of roads. Enrollees devot-
ed more than 160,000 man-days to
general fire prevention work and to
fighting fires. Largely through the
fire control improvements and fa-
cilities constructed by the CCC, the
Texas Forest Service was able to
provide fire control for large areas
of private timberlands that other-
wise would have continued to suffer
| severe damage annually.

At the beginning of the CCC pro- |

gram in 1933,, about 7,200,000 acres
of state and private forest lands in
Texas received fire protection. By
{January 1, 1942, this had increased
to over 8,800,000 acres. For sowing
in forest tree nurseries, 27,000 bu-
|shels of pine cones were collected.
| Nearly 72,000 denuded acres were
planted to make future forests.
| Timber stand improvement work was
done on 322,000 acres of woodlands,
and the timber was estimated on
530,000 acres. About 95,000 man-
days were spent on surveys.

The purpose of this letter is to call your attention to the fact that at
present we are unable to increase the amount of funds available and sug-
gest to you that applications for membership in the Association, where
the family’s fee is less than $54, be approved only if funds are available

5 within the $1,335.22. We have recently asked Washington for authority

|

| to make a supplemental grant, but as our appropriation has not passed
Congress, we are not in any position to indicate what the outcome may
be and are recommending to you that membership applications be held
without approval by your Board of Directors until funds are available
to match the families’ contributions.

We trust this letter explains the situation fully.
