Defense School Work 
Starts Monday Night

According to W. C. Zirkle, voca­
tional agriculture teacher in the 
Wheeler schools, the defense training 
course for out-of-school young men 
between the ages of 17 and 33 will 
start here Monday night. The first 
course to be offered is automobile 
mechanical work and will be held in 
the Cam Austin building under direc­
tion of Otis Reid. "School” will take 
up at 7 o’clock and be in session five 
nights per week for a period of 10 
weeks, with three hours work per 
night.

Zirkle invites men within the pre­
scribed age limits to attend the 
school whether they have as yet 
signed up for the course or not.! 
Eighteen have already signed up, 
with more expected to do so. The 
minimum number is 10, and 15 is 
preferred.

The government furnishes $750 
worth of equipment for courses in 
mechanics, sheet metal work and 
woodwork. Sheet metal work will 
follow the present auto course and 
woodwork will come later.

As the first step in a proposed 
plan to add a number of registered 
Jersey cattle to the dairy herds of 
Wheeler county, purchase of 32 regis­
tered and tested Jersey heifers was 
made in Fort Worth recently.

The animals were purchased by 
Jake Tarter, county agent, and Claud 
Holley, secretary of the Shamrock 
Chamber of Commerce, and the 
transaction was temporarily financed 
by the Shamrock civic body, which 
w ill later be reimbursed by the Farm 
Security administration.

The yearling heifers are from the 
well-known herd of J. L. Hodgins, 
and delivery will be made immediate­
ly.

The program of bringing more 
registered Jersey cattle to Wheeler 
county- is sponsored by the Farm 
Security administration, which has 
appropriated money to purchase 150 
head of calves at a maximum cost 
of $135.00 per head.

The cattle will be placed in the 
hands of 4-H Club boys and Future 
Farmers of the county and will be 
raised and cared for under the su­
pervision of the vocational agricul­
ture instructors and the county 
agent. About 100 boys have made 
applications for the calves to date.

An advisory committee has been 
appointed by the agricultural teach­
ers, the Farm Security and the coun­
ty agent and is composed of the fol­
lowing: Dusan Pakan, Clarence Zy- 
bach and J. E. Willard.

This committee met in Wheeler 
last Thursday afternoon and tenta­
tively appointed Miss Claire O’Gor­
man as a bonded trustee to handle 
the finances of purchasing the ani­
mals. Miss O'Gorman has signified 
her willingness to serve in that ca­
pacity. Pursuant to this appoint­
ment. the Farm Security administra­
tion can now release funds for pur­
chase of the young Jerseys.

The 32 heifers purchased by Holley 
and Tarter were bought for $65.00 
per head.

Addition of the registered Jerseys 
to the herds of the county is ex­
pected to boost the dairy industry 
to a new high, officials state. The 
Farm Security administration has 
selected Wheeler county along with 
a few' others over the nation as 
“trial counties” in starting the pro­
gram. The boys will pay for the 
cattle from the profits derived from 
the individual projects, and. of 
course, must meet certain require­
ments before they will be eligible 
to purchase one of the animals.

Wheeler county’s cotton crop for 
the current season is far ahead of 
that for last year, according to fig­
ures compiled from reports reaching

Tire Rationing Board 
Gives January Report

Raymon Holt, chairman of the 
Wheeler County Tire Rationing 
board, has released the following 
figures of quotas and tire equipment 
issued by the board during January.

Passenger Cars and Light Trucks: 
Quota— 27 tires and 23 tubes; issued 

| —21 tires and 19 tubes.
Trucks and Busses: Quota—57 

tires and 48 tubes; issued—17 tires 
and 10 tubes.

Tractors: 13 tubes. 7 tires issued.
Obsolete Sizes: 13 tubes, 8 tires.
The February quota for passenger 

cars and light trucks is 13 tires 
and 11 tubes, and truck and bus, 29 
tires and 50 tubes. Tractor and 
obsolete tires are not included in 
the quota but are issued on proper 
showing of need.

Holt says the eligibility for pur­
chase of truck and farm trailer tires 
has been greatly extended. He adds, 
however, that no passenger car used 
to pull trailer or other vehicle, re­
gardless of load, is eligible for tires 
and tubes by reason of such use, 
but can be considered only on the 
same basis as that of other passen­
ger cars not having preferential 
rating because of the owner’s pro­
fession or occupation.

Do You Have a Plan?
1. Do you have a working knowl­

Milk—3-4 to 1 quart every day for 
a growing child; 1 pint for everyone 
else. Tomatoes, oranges, grapefruit, 
green cabbage, raw salad greens— 
1 or more servings for everyone. 
Leafy, green or yellow vegetables— 
1 or more servings. Potatoes, other 
vegetables and fruits—2 servings or 
more a day. Eggs—1 a day (or at 
least 3 or 4 a week.) Lean meat, 
poultry, fish—1 or more servings a 
day.
