Wheeler County Rural Health Serv-
ice, Inc., announced this week that
the restrictions as to the number of
families acceptable into the health
service program had been removed
and the directors are of the opinion
that all who wish to have the pro-
tection offered in the plan will be of-
fered the opportunity of being asso-
ciated with the program. Mr. Barry
stated that no date had been set in
limiting the time the organization
will be allowed to accept families,
but urged all interested in the pro-
gram to make their application soon.

Cost of participating in the pro-
gram is 7 per cent of the family's an-
nual income after all deductible ex-
penses have been made or a maxi-
mum assessment of $42.00, whichever
is smaller.

Curing Of Pork

Numerous requests are received for
formula with instructions for curing
pork on the farm. The farmers espec-
ially are urged to cure supplies for
the year since there is a big surplus
of pork and at the same time farm-
ers should not buy pork on the mar-
ket. The best formula used so far in
this area is: 8 pounds of salt, 3
pounds of sugar, 3 oz. of saltpetre, 3
o0z. of red pepper. Pork should be
killed and allowed to cool over night
and then the next day take meat in
a wash tub and rub cure in like rub-
bing clothes on a rub board, using
about-half of the mixture at this time
and a week later rub in balance. The
above amount is good for 100 pounds.
If 300 pounds of pork is cured multi-
ply the formula by three or if 500
pounds is cured or so on and hams
and shoulders should be left in the
cure four to five weeks and then
taken up, cleaned and wrapped in an
air-proof paper unless smoked or put

down in cottonseed oil.

First, all storage facilities are
full of eggs. Second, the feed short-

very closely, taking out under size
or runty birds as stated above and
other non-producers.

If
the comb is not nice and red they
are not in production. If legs are pale
and comb and head are pale that is
an indication they are not coming
into production so if one is not lay-
inz now she should at least have a
nice yellow leg and comb getting nice
and red so farmers are urged by the

MISS BOWNDS, COUNTY
AGENT, GIVES ADVICE ON
FROZEN CANNED FOODS

Is canned food safe to use after it
has frozen? That is a common ques-
tion in winter and especially after
such weather as we have had in the
past few weeks.

Canning specialists reply that
freezing in itself does not spoil can-
ned food, but that when food swells
in freezing, it may break a jar or
break the seal on a can or jar, so
that spoilage organisms may enter.
If a jar of frozen food breaks,
there is danger that the food may
contain broken glass and then the
jar and contents should be discarded.
All other canned foods that have
frozen should be examined for leak-
age and bulges. Any that show leak-
age should be used promtply like any
other open canned food. Those that
have bulges but no leakage should
also be used as soon as possible if
they cannot be kept frozen, for they
may have a break too small to let
liquid out but large enough to let
bacteria in. As a safeguard, if frozen
canned food has stood after thaw-
ing, it is well to boil for at least 15
minutes before tasting. Any food that
shows any sign of spoilage should
be destroyed.
