FORPRECAUTIONS

For millions of retired Americans,
summer's dangerously high tempera-
tures can take the good out of the
“‘good ol' summertime.”

“Heat illness can be devastating for
the elderly, particularly in areas with
extremely high humidity,” said Dr.

* Janice Zimmerman, an assistant pro-

fessor of medicine at Baylor College
of Medicine in Houston. "By takingthe
proper precautions, heat illnesses,
such as heat exhaustion and heat
stroke, can be prevented.”

Heat exhaustion, a form of fatigue,
is caused by overexposure to heat. If
left untreated, it can turn into the more
severe heat stroke.

Heat stroke occurs when the body
becomes “overloaded”with heat. Like
a broken automobile radiator, the
body's heatregulating mechanism fails
due to fluid loss. As a result, the
body's temperature rises and sweat
production stops.

“Sweating is one of the body's im-
portant functions because it helps to
cool the body through evaporation,”
Zimmerman said. “If the body is not
cooled immediately, heat stroke can
be fatal in older adults who are less
active or in poor health.”

Zimmerman advises watching for
the early signs of heat exhaustion,
such as weakness, fatigue, dizziness
or dehydration.

People taking antihistamines, anti-
depressants, laxatives or medication
forheart problems should consult their
physician since many drugs cause
dehydration, and prevent blood from
reaching the skin’s surface to cool the
body.

To keep cool this summer,
Zimmerman recommends the follow-
ing:

—Drink waterfrequently, evenwhen
you are not thirsty.

—Wear loose, light-weight cloth-
ing.
—When indoors, use air condition-
ing or open a window and use an
electric fan.

--When outdoors, enjoy the cooler
hours of early morning or late evening
when the humidity level is lower.

—Take frequent breaks from out-
door activity, such as gardening or
walking, especially if you are sick, feel
tired, or have a heart condition or
other medical problem.

—Ask your family members, neigh-
bors or others to check on you during
the hot months.

“‘Summertime doesn't mean recre-
ational activity has to stop,”
Zimmerman said. ‘“enjoy the same

things you have been doing by mak-
ing allowances to protect yourselffrom
the heat.

People often say that God knows
best, and he makes the right choices. But, God never chose for you to be
afflicted. His choice was made at Calvary when our sicknesses and
diseases were placed by Him on Jesus Christ, our Substitute, in order to
free us fromthem.

CHILDREN'S SUCCESS IN
SCHOOL

Inthe war against declining student
achievements, many solutions have
been tried. A quest for better teach-
ers, improved texts and challenging
curricula have each played a role in
major battles. Yet achievement falls.
Perhaps, the answer is parental re-
form.

Since 1965 parental involvement in
education has been a victim of soci-
etal changes in America. The divorce
rate, the ratio of children living in single
parent families and the proportion of
married mothers of young children
working outside the home have all
doubled. As aresult, 70 percent of the
parents never volunteer to participate
in their children’s schools.

" Restrict television viewing on
school nights. Students with televi-
sion restrictions are 9 percent less
likely to dropout than those with no
restrictions.

* Finally, provide adequate after-
schoolsupervision. Let students know
what is expected of them in terms of
education. Parents who expect more
of their children educationally, have
children who perform at least ad-
equately in school.
