The Wheeler Mustangs journeyed 

to Quanah Friday night as a mystery 
team. After going 1-1-1 against three 
class 2-A teams favored to defeat 
them, they lost 14-0 to Class A Booker, 
the first team Mustangs had been 
favored to defeat. Quanah had scouted 
Wheeler during the Booker game and 
was confident of another easy victory. 
An inspired Mustang team then pro-
ceeded to show them that the Booker 
game was a fluke and the Stangs are 
not a team to be taken lightly. Just as 
happened the week before, turnovers 
were the key to the game, only this 
time 	Wheeler 	forced 	six 
turnoversinstead of giving upsix. Phillip 
Wiggins was the defensive hero as he 
intercepted three Quanah Indian 
passes, the last setting up the Mus-
tangs clinching score in the 17-6 vic-
tory. 

The game got off to a bad start for 
the Mustangs as Wheeler's worst 
nightmare was realized on the Indians 
second possession. Speedy tailback 
Germont Jackson broke clear up the 
middle and outraced the Mustang 
defenders sixty-six yards to give 
Quanah a 6-0 lead as the extra point 
kick was missed. Two possessions 
later the Slangs went up 7-6 as

The Mustangs clung to the 10-6 
lead throughout the third quarter as 
they forced a fumble by Jackson, which 
they recovered at their own 28. When 
the Indians once again drove into 
Wheeler territory, Wiggins made his 
third interception of the night and re-
turned the ball approximately 50 yards 
to the Quanah 27. Wheeler then scored 
the clinching scorefour plays later as 
Chad Dunnam powered in from the six 
with 3:11 left in the game. 

Andy Francis' play at fullback 
seemed to give the Mustangs an of-
fensive spark as he made several 
outstanding runs in gaining 120 yards

Overseeding Of Highly 
Erodible Land Deadline 

The end of summer brings many 
changes to the Texas panhandle—
children return to school, local football 
teams suit up and begin workouts:  
leaves change color, the nights turn 
cooler. Agriculture is also changed. 
Small grains are planted in the antici-
pation of providing grazing during the 
winter and grain next spring. 

The Food Security Act of 1985 has 
dramatically affected farming. Low 
residue crops that are produced on 
highly erodible soils must be either 
overseeded with small grains or 
striperopped in order to reduce wind 
erosion. Wheat or rye is broadcast 
during the final cultivation or planted 
using a modified drill. Some ground 
disturbance is usually needed for ad-
equate results. Overseeding should 
be completed by October 15 and acre-
ages certified with the ASCS office. 

A field that is scheduled for 
striperopping should be planted to 
small grains strips if sorghum strips 
have not been planted. The width be-
tween strips depends on the type of 
soil and the direction of the cotton 
rows. A farmer should refer to his 
conservation plan or consult the Soil 
Conservation Service for proper 
widths. 

Fields with terraces require periodic 
maintenance that must be performed 
before wheat is planted. The terrace

height must be maintained to prevent 
breaching, blocks must be kept up, or 
outlets must be kept stable. A basic 
rule of thumb for plowing up terraces 
is to make one pass plowing up the 
terrace for every pass that is made 
plowing down the terrace. For ex-
ample, if a field is plowed with an offset 
disk twice, terraces should be plowed 
up with a breaking plow twice. This is 
only a rule of thumb. The type of 
implement will dictate the amount of 
height to be rebuilt. 

Producers are reminded that all 
practices are to be completed as 
scheduled. Failure to do so could jeop-
ardize government payments. Soil 
Conservation Service personnel have 
begun servicing plans to verify com-
pliance. If any producer has questions 
concerning compliance, he should 
consult the SCS office for assistance. 
The Soil Conservation Service does 
not discriminate on the basis of race, 
color, sex, age, handicap, religion, or 
national origin.
