Kcel Energy Signs 
To Buy Wind Energy 

Xcel Energy signs 161-mega-
watt deal for wind energy from 
Spinning Spur facility west of 
Amarillo 

Xcel Energy has formalized an 
agreement with a Cielo Wind 
Power, LP (Cielo) affiliate to pur-
chase the output of the planned 
Spinning Spur Wind Ranch to be 
built west of Amarillo in the Texas 
Panhandle. 

Spinning Spur Wind Ranch will 
be sited west of Vega, Texas in 
Oldham County, north of Inter-
state 40 and west of U.S. High-
way 385 adjacent to the existing 
Wildorado Wind Ranch. The facil-
ity will have a total capacity of 161 
megawatts. 

Xcel Energy will purchase the 
output and receive the Renewable 
Energy Credits (RECs) generated 
by production at Spinning Spur 
through a 15-year purchased en-
ergy agreement. The facility is 
expected to generate 650,000 
megawatt-hours of electricity an-
nually, enough to power more 
than 54,000 households per year. 

"Our modeling shows this pur-
chase is economically beneficial 
to our customers, and it also de-
creases our reliance on traditional
