One maintainer is stored part of 
the time in the building and it is used 
for the changing of blades during 

snow storms—only 4 times during 
the past winter. 

The cost of maintenance is $500-
$700 per month. These costs being 
utilities, repairs, paint, etc. 11 was 
pointed out by Commissioner Tommy 
Puryear that this in only a very small 
percent of the $1 million plus budget 
for Wheeler County. 

Mayor Wanda Herd pointed out 
that North Wheeler County as a whole 
has worse weather than the south 
portion. This was varified by several 
in attendance from Briscoe and 
Allison. Sweetwater Creek seems to 
be the line for the change in weather 
and/or road conditions. 

Harrison Hall expressed the opin-
ion of those in attendance when he 
stated "We would all feel better if we 
had something (equipment) here all 
the time."

That Old-Time Religion  is the title of a religious hymn that was 
extremely popular in the early 1900's. This popular old hymn consisted of 
five verses which say: - 

"It was good for the Hebrew children, It was good for the Hebrew 
children, It was good for the Hebrew children, And it's good enough for 
me." (verse 1) 

"It was good enough for Paul and Silas, It was good for Paul and Silas, 
It was good for Paul and Silas, And it's good enough for me." (verse 2) 

"It was good for the prophet Daniel, It was good for the prophet Daniel, 

It was good for prophet Daniel, 
And it's good enough for me." 
(verse 3) 

"It is good when you are in 
trouble, It is good when you are in 
trouble, It is good when you are in 
trouble, And it's good enough for 
me." (verse 4) 

"It will carry you to heaven, It will 
carry you to heaven, It will carry 
you to heaven, And it's good 
enough for ma" (verse 5) 

This hymn also contains a re-
frain which is sung at the conclu-
sion of each verse. This refrain 
says: "Give me that old-time reli-
gion, Give me that old-time reli-
gion, Give me that old-time reli-
gion, It's good enough for me." 

From my perspective, the "old 
time" religion is no longer "--good 
enough--" for many people. These 
people demand a contemporary 
religion, saying: "Times have 
changed. For this reason, religion 
must change with the times." Such 
statements simply reveal that 
these people are poor Bible stu-
dents who do not know or under-
stand the teachings of the Bible. 

The Bible clearly teaches that 
there is divine pattern that people 
must follow if their faith and its 
practice is to have the approval of 
God. Some of the texts that em-
phasize this divine pattern and 
encourage an adherence to this 
divine pattern are: --- 

I. "Now these things, brethren, I 
have figuratively applied to myself 
and Apollos for your sakes, that in 
us you might learn not to exceed 
what is written, in order that no 
one of you might become arro-
gant in behalf of one against the 
other." (I Corinthians 4:6) 

2. "I am amazed that you are so 
quickly deserting Him who called 
you by the grace of Christ, for a 
different gospel; which is really 
not another; only there are some 
who are disturbing you, and want 
to distort the gospel of Christ. But 
even though we, or an angel from 
heaven, should preach to you a 
gospel contrary to that which we 
have preached to you, let him be 
accursed." (Galatians 1:6-8) 

3. "Retain the standard of sound 
words which you have heard from 
me, in the faith and love which are 
in Christ Jesus." (II Timothy 1:13) 

4. "Anyone who goes too far 
and does not abide in the teaching 
of Christ, does not have God; the 
one who abides in the teaching, 

he has both the Father and the 
Son." (II John 9) 

When people do not obey these 
texts and othertexts which empha-
size the divine pattern for Chris-
tianity, they usurp God's authority. 
God has not ordained that people 
can believe what they wish or wor-
ship Him as they choose, Rather 
through the inspired teachings of 
the Bible, God has given a divine 
pattern that He expects people to 
imitate. 

Sadly, however, there are some 
people who scoff at the imitation of 
the divine pattern that is revealed 
in the Bible. These people say:" 
The first century Christians greeted 
one another with a holy kiss; they 
washed one another'sfeet andthey 
shared their property with each 
other. Therefore, should twentieth 
century Christians imitate these 
practices?" Such statement only 
reveal that the Bible knowledge of 
these people is shallow and super-
ficial. 

It is true that some Biblical ad-
monitions are rooted in the cul-
tural customs of the first century. 
However, serious Bible students 
will recognize that it is the principle 
of the cultural customs that twenti-
eth century Christians need to imi-
tate not the cultural customs them-
selves. 

For example, the first part of the 
eleventh chapter of I Corinthians 
records an admonition that instructs 
Christian women to have their head 
covered during a worship service. 
Is this an admonition that twentieth 
century Christian women should 
imitate? To answer this question, it 
must be remembered that woman 
having their heads covered during 
a worship service was a first cen-
tury custom. However, this custom 
had an important underlying prin-
ciple which was a recognition of 
the leadership of men. Therefore, 
twentieth century Christian women 
do not have to imitate this custom, 
but they should imitate its prin-
ciple. 

The Bible is not filled with admo-
nitions that can be altered by the 
wishes or desires of people. Rather 
it is filled with admonitions that 
record a divine pattern that is "good 
enough" every person of any gen-
eration.

FACTS ABOUT VA HEALTH 
CARE ENROLLMENT 

Veterans and their families have 
raised questions about new eligibil-
ity and enrollment rules for VA health 
care. Specifically, misinformation has 
led some veteransto wonder whether 
they will lose their eligibility for VA 
health-care services if they are not 
enrolled at VA by October 1, 1998. 
The answer is NO, they will not lose 
their eligibility, but in most cases, 
they do need to apply for enrollment 
by contacting their nearest VA medi-
cal center or outpatient clinic. 

VA healthcare eligibility reform was 
authorized by Congress and signed 
into law by the President in October 
1996. The new law required VA to 
manage veterans' access to VA care 
by using a system of enrollment pri-
orities. There are seven enrollment 
priority groups, and the Amarillo VA 
will enroll veterans from as many of 
the groups as possible.

ment for state gas sold to an electri-
cal generator, and then market the 
electricity to school districts, giving 
them a break on their electrical utility 
bills while enhancing PSF deposits. 

But the bill got caught up in the 
electrical utility deregulation battle 
and did not make it through. 

"This legislation should be ap-
proved in a future session because it 
will save hard-pressed school dis-
tricts millions of dollars in utility costs 
and make additional money for the 
Permanent School Fund which helps 
finance public education," said Mauro 
who is not seeking another term as 
land commissioner but running for 
governor instead. 

The land office is working with the 
U.S. Mir erals Management Service 
to develop a pilot project for taking oil 
and gas in kind at the federal level.

The in-kind oil program was initi-
ated by Mauro in 1988. Since their 
inception, the in-kind gas program 
has produced $260,372,215 in de-
posits to the PSF, while the in-kind oil 
program 	has 	produced 
$144,344,795, for a total of 
$404,717,510. 

The estimated "enhancement" to 
the PSF -- the amount over what 
would have been derived from taking 
cash royalties -- stands at 
$16,111,876.0f that, $11 million has 
come from gas sales and $5 million 
from oil sales.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that 

The Texas General Land Office's 
"in-kind" oil and gas programs 
pumped $50.38 million into the Per-
manent School Fund (PSF) during 
fiscal 1997, an increase of $12.37 
million over fiscal 1996, final figures 
show. 

Under these programs, the land 
office takes oil and gas from state 
leases in lieu of cash royalties from 
the lessee companies. If the lease 
calls for a 25 percent royalty for the 
PSF, the land office takes 25 percent 
of the production instead of the les-
sees' calculated cash value of the 
product. 

The land office markets the oil 
through a sealed bid process to pri-
vate firms, and sells the gas to vari-
ous governmental entities, such as 
prisons, hospitals and colleges, giv-
ing them reduced gas utility costs. 
Currently, the land office is taking 
about half of its oil royalty in kind, and 
about 35 percent of its gas royalty in 
kind. 

"These programs have proven to 
be highly successful, not only by 
producing more money for the Per-
manent School Fund but by saving 
on gas bilis for 130 state entities and 
five other governmental entities," said 
Texas Land Commissioner Garry 
Mauro who initiated the programs 
back in the 1980s.
