In August each of the coordinators 
notified the commissioners of their 
intended retirement at the end of the 
1998. They each report a difficulty in 
finding, training and keeping volun-
teers. With the approach of these 
retirements, the county commission-
ers are concerned with the best way 
to solve the problem. 

The county's budget for the opera-
tion of the ambulance service for 1998-
99 is $125,033. In 1997-98 
$108,585.00 was budgeted and ac-
tual expense at the end of the year, 
September 30, 1998, was $98, 
766.47. 

A townhall meeting will be called in 
about 2 weeks for the purpose of a 
further discussion on the future of the 
ambulance service. 

At this time the county commis- 

sioners will be accepting input from 
those in attendance. 

The tax paying public needs to take 
this problem seriously. If it becomes 
necessary to obtain a paid ambu-
lance service, the increased cost will 
result in an severe increase in taxes. 

The Wheeler County ambulance 
service has been in operation for the 
past 22 years. 

EMT training to serve on the ambu-
lance service requires 80 hours in the 
classroom. 80 hours are spent in a 
large hospital in the Emergency 
Room, Intensive Care, Respiratory 
and the Cardiac Unit. Al the end of the 
course the individual is tested; a pass-
ing grade on the written test and skills 
test results in four year of certifica-
tion. Ten hours of training is required 
each of the 4 years of certification.
