Wheeler County his been awarded
a $2,500.00 grant from the National
Trust for Historic Preservation to hire
a consultant to assist with basic plan-
ning for the statewide Texas Court-
house Initiative- a$200 million match-
ing grantprogram proposed by Texas
Governor George W. Bush. The
Smart Start matching grant program
willbe used by Texas communities to
repair and restore historic court-
houses throughout the state by pro-
viding selected counties with preser-
vation planning services.

The seed grant will be used to hire
anengineering firm toconduct a struc-
tural survey of the Wheeler County
Courthouse and provide a final writ-
ten report that outlines findings and
recommendations regarding the
physical condition of the structure.

Spring A Busy Time For
Farming & Conservation

Spring is a busy time for farming
operations and forconservation work.
Wheeler County has a lot of conser-
vation work to be done this spring.
CRP grass must be planted before
June 1st. If you have grass to seed
this year, plans should be made to
getthe seed and get it planted. If you
have OLD STANDS of Lovegrass or
Plains Bluestem that will be replaced
with Native Grasses, work should be
underway to remove old grass and
get ready to plant a dead litter cover
this fall. Also, if wheat has been
planted for a cover crop, it needs to
be killed before or about April 15th.
We have 68 CRP contracts that have
some of this work to be done.

EQIP producers are also busy ap-
plying conservation practices. Pipe-
lines for livestock water, fences, wa-
ter storagefacilities are beinginstalled
this year. _

Technical Assistance to install
these practices is provided to produc-
ers by the local NRCS (SCS) office in
Wheeler. For several years Calvin
Devereaux and Fred Allison have
been here to give assistance, how-
ever; due to people retiring in
Waellington and Pampa, the Wheeler

Our Freedoms Are Being
Taken Away, Take Note

SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT-
-is the term used or perhaps quietly
being implemented in your commu-
nity?

Sharon Spenrath, Past President
ofthe Texas CattleWomen, had never
heard the term until two years ago.
She was invited to attend a meeting
of a "Visioning Council"in her county.
This initial committee was charged
with bringing the Texas Hill Country
into compliance with the rules and
requirements of aprocess called "Sus-
tainable Development or Managed
Societies". While the idea of building
a better community sounded appeal-
ing, the committee’s techniques for
accomplishingtheirgoals raised some
red flags.

Spenrath and her husband are
ranchers in the area and were con-
cerned that this process would ad-
versely affect their livelihood. Sus-
tainable Development would result in
the loss of private property rights.
Following two years of research,
Spenrath is convinced that Sustain-
able Development and the hidden
political movement driving it will de-
stroy both rural communities and cit-
ies.

A capsule view of the Sustainable
Development doctrine was once ex-
pressed by Maurice Strong, founder
of the Earth Council, and Chair of the
Business Council for Sustainable
Development, and presently ap-
pointed to reform the United Nations:
"It is clear that current lifestyles and
consumption patterns of the affluent
middle class--involving high meat in-
take, consumption of large amounts
offrozen and convenience foods, use
of fossil fuels, appliances, home and
workplace air conditioning, and sub-
urban housing--are not sustainable.
A shift in Lifestyles is needed.”

Asranchers, Kenneth, Sharon, and
their children, Amanda and Michael
Spenrath are devoted environmen-
talists, and see no need for a shift in
lifestyles. This conflicting philosophy
is why Sharon Spenrath is visiting
various communities to share her
concerns.
