Risk of Frostbite

As the temperatures steadily
drop during the winter months,
we all spend a lot of time think-
ing about preparing for the cold.
So while considering the best
winter coat or what gloves will
do the job to keep fingers warm
and toasty, for those that have
body piercings they have an-
other consideration to
make.One thing to keep in mind
during the cold weather is pro-
tecting exposed skin, especially
if it has a piece of metal jewelry
through it which can intensify
the cold. Unless you normally
spend a lot of time outdoors in
frigid temperatures, you may
just not know about the biggest
threat to your skin; when Ol
Jack Frost nips at your nose, it
can be dangerous if your nose
is pierced.

Whatis Frostbite? (Frostbite,
in a nutshell, is skin or soft tis-
sue that freezes due to expo-
sure to extreme cold. Your body
is designed to fight cold, but if
you get too cold, your body
stops sending warm blood to
your appendages (nose, ears,
fingers etc.), and keeps it near
the core of your body to protect
vital organs and prevent
hypother-mia.This automatic
protection means those places
deprived of blood flow are sub-
ject to freezing. Add to that a
piece of metal jewelry of any
type, and you complicate the
situation. The jewelry can actu-
ally intensify the cold by acting
as a heat sink. In other words,
as the jewelry gets cold, it trans-
fers more cold to the pierced
area, like inserting an icicle, car-
rying the cold inside that soft tis-
sue making it that much worse.
Basically, you're being frozen
from the inside out.

Signs of Frostbite (Usually
the surface appears pale or a
waxy white color and feels stiff
or doesn’'t move normally. It will
sting and burn first (known as
frostnip) and then becomes
numb and more solid feeling as
the freezing continues. Then it
may turn red and if allowed to
progress to dangerous ex-
tremes, it will turn a whitish-
purple shade. Gangrene and
loss of damaged extremities
can result from severe
frostbite. The most common
places a person is subject to
this risk are the ears, nose, fin-
gers and toes. These are the
first places to lose blood flow.
As far as piercings go, anything
that is exposed - eyebrows,
nose, ears, and lips are the
most common to be exposed
even when you are bundled up
everywhere else. Other
piercings are less of a risk sim-
ply because you usually cover
up those areas just getting
dressed. However, if for some
reason you get wet, anything
goes since the water makes
any body part exposed to se-
vere cold, even if the area IS
well covered.

Prevention & Treatment (Pre-
vention is the best medicine. It
usually takes extreme tempera-
tures or long exposure to very
cold weather to cause frostbite.
Most people know well ahead
of time if they are going to be
subjecting themselves to such
conditions, so prevention is as
simple as preparation. If you
can'’t cover it up to keep it warm,
removal is the best option. But,
anyone who has piercings
should know how to take out the
jewelry in an emergency situa-
tion. If you find yourself
stranded unexpectedly in se-
vere cold, take action then be-
fore the damage occurs.

It would
smash the cotton really tight and
then the men would put some
steel bands around it. When they
let the press off, the bands would
get as tight as a fiddle string.

After | got through with my soda
pop and peanuts, I'd climb up on
the trailer and watch the man run
the suction pipe that sucked up
the cotton out of the trailer and
send it over to the gin to have the
burrs and seeds removed. When
the bales were finished, they usu-
ally weighed around five hundred
pounds.

Even after | got in high school,
seems like | still wound up at the
gin once in a while. One time in
particular, | was maybe a sopho-
more, several of us boys were try-
ing to think of something to do on
“Halloween” night. Someone, sug-
gested that we load up a couple
of bales of cotton and put them in
front of the school super-
intendent’s double-door garage.
Seemed like a really good idea at
the time and we knew Mr. Brown
was a good sport.

Harold Reid had an old pickup,
so we went to the gin and started
loading up a bale. As luck would
have it, my Grandpa Holt was the
night watchman during the ginning
season. He came out of the gin
office and started walking toward
us. Everybody that was with me,
scattered like a covey of quail.
When he got over to where | was
standing, he asked me, “How
come you boys are loading up
these cotton bales?” | told him
what we had planned to do. All he
said was, “Well, | just wanted to
know where they were going to
be, so | could send the gin hands
to get them tomorrow.” “Just make
sure that none of you smokes
around the bales!”

We went ahead and finished
our mischief that night and never
heard anything more about it. Al-
most disappointing!

Grandpa continued his night
watchman job for several more
years. After | started dating
Shirley, I'd usually drop by and
visit Grandpa for a while, after |
took her home. He really likedto
play checkers, but he also really’
hated to lose!

One night, Shirley and | stopped
by to visit with bim before | took
her home. Naturally, he wanted to
play checkers with her. Not know-
ing how he felt about losing, she
played to win...and did. He didn't
ask her to play again for a long
time. Then, one day we were all
together and Grandpa started
teasing her about beating him at
checkers... all was well.

A few months later, after | had
taken Shirley home one night, |
stopped by to play checkers with
Grandpa, again. About the time
we'd finished our second or third
game, he leaned back in his chair
and pulled out a small bottle of
“apricot brandy.” He handed"it
over to me and said, “You want to
try my apricot brandy?” | took a
little swig and gave it back. He
took a swig too, and put the cap
back on. “I take this for my
asthma,” he told me. Then he
grinned and said, “| have asthma
pretty often.”....
