Social Security Account Num-
ber cards are not intended for use
as poker chips, courtesy cards, Qr
identification for cashing checks
or buying on credit, J. R. Sander-

Mr. Sanderson called attention
to the fact that these cards are is-
sued for the sole use by the right-
ful owner for getting credit for
the wages he earns in employment
covered by the Social Security
Act

Instances have been reported to
the Social Security  Administra-
tion of individuals winning several
account numbgr cards in  dice
games, and then attempting to
“cash them” at local social securi-
ty offices. Frequently account

number cards are oifered as id-

lentification when persons attempt

to cash personal checks at banks
they are not known

80 per cent of the money collected right here at
home to carry on the fight against tuberculosis

right here among our own people.

Last year a registered nurse was employ-
ed by the association to give every child in the
Wheeler County Schools a skin test to tell wheth-
er or not they showed symptoms of tuberculosis
and if they did show such symptoms, further tests
were given and their parents were given sugges-

tions on how to best handle their cases.

This year the Wheeler County Tuberculosis
Association again plans to give all school children
the skin test for T B and in addition to this the As-
sociation is planning to have a representative of
the State Department of Health come to this co-
unty and X-Ray the chests of all children over 15

Members of the Wheeler County Tuber-
culosis Association, who are your neighbors and
friends, who are conducting this campaign are
busy people just like all of you and we do not have
the time to make a personal call on you. Won't
you please make out a check now and mail it to
the association? You'll feel better than if you put
it off and forget it until the campaign is closed.
