Reports indicate there will be 
about a 25 percent increase in the 
amount of nitrogen fertilizers for 
the coming year: a probable in­
crease of 10 to 12 percent in the 
production ot potash materials and 
about 15 percent increase in the 
production of phosphate materials.

This does not mean, says M. K. 
Thornton, extension agricultural 
chemist of Texas A. and M. Coll­
ege, that Texas farmers will get 
their proportionate share of these 
fertilizers. They can if they'll buy 
their fertilizer supplies early and 
hold them until needed, he adds

There is limited storage space 
available in the factories and mix­
ing plants and when this space is 
filled, the plants have to restrict 
operations. There is also a trans­
portation problem—just so many 
box cars can be loaded each day — 
and when the peak shipping periods 
arrive every farmer cannot expect 
to get .his share or what he needs 
when he wants it

Thornton suggests that farmers 
get their fertilizers weil in ad­
vance of the peak periods. This 
will spread the load over the en­
tire year and will permit the 
manufactures and distributors to 
maintain an even flow of fertili­
zers to the various sections of the 
state.

Fertilizer can he tored on the 
farm without deterioration, says 
Thornton. Keep the fertilizer dry 
and off the floor ind it can lie 
done by placing boards under the 
bags. This will permit air to cir­
culate around the bags and will 
help take cure of the necessary 
ventilation.

Venetian blinds, traditionally
mated to windows, are also ideal 
for solving those "impossible" 
decorating problems in which 
windows are not involved.
