"People need only to remember 
three things to bring atiout the 
end of food poisoning disease class- 
¡fir. tion." I)r. Cox declared. "Buy 
food from safe sources, prepare it 
in a .- initarj fasti ion. and -erve 
and store it correctly.”

He -aid state laws covered the 
-ale of mtominated food to the 
housewife, but "only the home­

maker can see that food is prop­
erly stored and cleanly prepared 
for serving to the family.”

There is a difference between 
food infection and to .1 intoxica­
tion, he pointed ouv

Food infection comes trom eat­
ing or drinking a product con­
taminated by a germ. Dysentery, 
typhoid fever, para-tphoid fever 
and tuberculosis are examples. 
Animal parasites > in also gain 
entry to the body in this way. 
That, the doctor said, is how peo­
ple get trichinosis in i tapeworm 

The growth and multiplication 
of certain toxin forming bacteria 
in unrefrigerated foods bring on 
food intoxication, according to the 
explanation. That is the source of 
staphylococcus infection and the

deadly botulism. Some kinds of 
mushrooms and certain shellfish 
are also poisonous.

Some poisonous substances may 
be accidently introduced in food, 
Dr. Cox said. "For instance, ro­
dent and insect poisons, spray re­
sidues on fruit and vegetables, and 
poisons from metal containers.”

To point up the deadliness of 
some food poisons, he related the 
story of the housewife who sus­
pected some home-canned green 
beans she had just opened were 
tainted.

“She barely tasted one of them, 
but it killed her in a matter of 
hours. Such instances are rare 
but do occur.”
