Mr. Baruch would draw a firm  line 
against inflation and profiteering, pointing 
out that our experience in two wars teaches 
that this action must be taken quickly. The 
reason is seen when he points out that "be­
cause o f the inflation since the Korean war." 
the real value o f every defense dollar has 
been cut by a fifth  to a third and more. Also 
that rising prices have virtually wiped out 
the increase in taxes that was levied and 
those contemplated.

Meanwhile, in addition to higher taxes, 
the people ha\e had their incomes reduced 
by increased living costs and the value of 
their saving- has been cheapened.

The principles o f mobilization, declares 
Mr. Baruch, were evolved out o f our ex­
perienced in the first World W ar. N everth e­
less. when the .second world war broke out. 
they were disregarded on the supposition 
that wt were figh ting "a  diffenrent kind of 
war." This mistake was subsequently re­
cognized but the people paid a price fo r tlje 
delay. Likewise, when the Korean emergency 
began, the same cry arose, that “ this is a 
different kind o f crisis." Again, says Mr. 
Baruch, we have lieen forced to return to the 
old mobilization principles but, again, "the 
neglect and delay have cost us dearly."

The Industrialist would impose a gen­
eral ceiling across the economy, over all 
prices, wages, rents, profits and other costs, 
in an effort to maintain the equilibrium be- 
tween t ’ t various segments o f our economy, 
which e\¡-ted liefore the emergency. He 
would -et up machinery to correct in­
equities an to maintain a balanced economy, 
permitting adjustments in production in ac- 
coniam* vith the needs o f the m ilitary pro­
gram and available supplies.

It important fo r everyone to under­
stand ti e argument that Mr. Baruch makes 
.n connection with inflation and profiteer­
ing. When higher taxes are levied, without 
a -tabilizati' n o f the economy, it invites adro­
it ional inflation. Uncontrolled prices pem iit 
th<c«e who pay higher taxes to pass the bur­
den to : her-. Then comes pressure fo r  high­
er wages and an increase in all prices. "A s  
higher wages and higher prices cut into the 
value «.{ every defense tax dollar, additional 
taxes must be levied.”  Thus, the spiral be­
comes an endless one. except when disaster 
overtakes the nation. ¿*nd unless there an 
adequate economic controls.

Tiie Lubbock District Office of 
Price Stabilization announced that 
fetion has been taken to allow 
»'otton ginners a uniform adjust­
ment in their charges for ginning, 
wrapping and baling during the 
1951 season.

The action is covered by a sup­
plementary regulation to Ceiling 
Price Regulation 34 effective Sept­
ember 1.

Section 8 of CPR 34 permits 
percentage increases in rates over 
those charged in 1950 to persons 
engaged in seasonal services, such 
as ginning. These percentage in­
creases are decreased by 1 per­
cent in each of 7 seasonal periods 
beginning with 8 percent in the 
January 26, 1950 through April 
30. 1950 seasonal period, down to 
2 percent in the December 1. 1950 
through December 18. 1950 period.

Since the season for cotton gin­
ning does not begin at the same 
time for all sections in the cotton 
producing areas, it has been found 
that the decreasing percentage 
basis for adjusting rates is not 
equitable to those ginners in nor­
therly areas who gin later in the 
year.

Data submitted to OPS indicates 
that cotton ginners generally make 
their commitments in early spring 
when their costs and cost in­
creases are generally uniform. It 
is also indicated that ginning costs 
have risen approximately 10 per­
cent since the 1950 season.

Based on these factors and tak­
ing into account the large cotton 
crop estimated for 1951. together 
with the fact that this is a de­
creasing cost industry, it is indi­
cated that a uniform adjustment 
in ginning charges to reflect in­
creased costs is desirable and nec­
essary to provide equitable treat­
ment.

Accordingly, the « iplementary 
regulation permits ginners to in-

crease their rates by a flat 6 pei - 1 
cent over rates charged during the 1 
1950 season, rather than using the 
graduated percentage rates now 
allowed under Section 8 of CPR: 
34.

Also, the action applies to all i 
cotton ginners regardless of the1 
number of employees, whereas 
under Section 8 of CPR 34 a dist­
inction is made between services 
which employ more than or less 
than 7 persons.
