TxDOT Considers
Shamrock Lights

The Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT), in agree-
ment with the City of Shamrock,
will conduct a traffic signal study
at the intersections of US 83 and
East 2" Street and US 83 and
Business [-40 in Shamrock.
