Pets may be immunized 
for one year or 39 months.
The one year im m un iza t ion  
which may be g iven  to any 
age animal w i l l  c o s t  $2.50. 
The 39 month v a c c in a t io n  
is op t iona l on a l l  dogs above 
5 2 months o f  age, but cannot 
be given to ca ts . The 39 
month im m uniza t ion  w i l l  cos t  
$3.00.

V a c c in a t io n  tags and 
c e r t i f ic a te s  w i l l  be g iven  

each an imal immunized.
In order to min im ize dog 

f igh ts  or s tray ing  of pe ts, a l l  
dogs to be v a cc ina te d  should 
be on leash. C a ts  shou ld  
be brought to the f i re  s ta t io n  
in a cage.

In the  17 years Dr. Range 
has been in Wheeler Coun ty

The Texas V e te r i  nary 
Medical A s s o c ia t io n  s ta tes 
that rab ies is  a v irus  d is e a ­
se w h ich  a t tacks  the centra l 
nervous system (brain) tha t 
is in va r ia b ly  fa ta l  in any 
warm blooded animal and is 
transmitted by a bi te o f an 
in fected an im a l.  T h is  d i s ­
ease is found in wi Id l i f e  as 
w e l l  as in dom estic  dogs 
and cats. It is a lso  trans- 
missable to man. V a c c in a ­
tion aga ins t  rab ies is  very 
rel iable . A booster should 
be admi n is te red to  m a in ta i n 
a good immuni ty.

Manning, the Formers Home 
Admi n i s t r j t i o n  loca l repre­
sen ta t ive .

Mr. Manning, who has 
been Formers Home A dm in ­
is t ra t io n ’ s Wheeler County  
Supervisor fo r  13 years, said 
some 9 farm and other rural 
fam i l ies  rece ive d  over 
$17,950 in  econom ic  oppor­
tun ity  loons s in ce  Ju ly  1, 
1967.

T h e y  used the loans, 
Manning sa id ,  to deve lop 
small bu s in es s es  and improve 
their farm ing opera tions.

Over 2,700 oppo rtun ity  
loons have been made in 
Texas s in c e  the beginn ing 
of theprogrom in January 
1965 w i th  more than 430 
being made th is  f i s c a l  year.

The op po r tu n i ty  loans are 
part o f  the Federa l a n t i -po ­
verty program, w h ic h  Con­
gress enac ted th ree  years 
ago. The loan  program is ad­
mi n is te red by theFarmers 
Home Admi n is t ra t io n  for the 
O ff ice  of Econom ic  Oppor­
tuni ty.

L o w - in com e  rural people, 
through the loca l Farmers 
Home A d m in is t ra t io n  O f f ic e ,  
may rece ive  loans up to 
$3,500 to  deve lop  income- 
producing bus inesses  or to 
enlarge farm ing opera tions.  
Borrower may take up to 15

years to repay theloan.
For f i e  f i r s t  t ime, acco rd­

ing to Mr. Manning, people 
who cou ld never before qu a l­
i f y  for loans now can get the 
money they need to deve lop 
or expand a bus iness  en ter­
p r ise  or a farming opera tion.

" B u t  in a l l  c a s e s , "  Mann­
ing added, " t h e  en te rp r ise --  
whether it  is farming or bus- 
iness--must have a reason­
able chance of s u c c e s s . ”

Through theW heeler Coun­
ty O ff ice ,  loans have been 
made for such non-farm en te r­
pr ises as small grocery s tor­
es, a laundry and sm al l ser­
v ice  sta t ion .

In add it ion ,  3 farmers re ­
ce ived a group loan to buy 
a feed grinder, m ixer and 
ca t t le  t ra i le r  they c o u ld n ’ t 
afford in d iv id u a l ly .  They 
w i l l  have up to 10 years to 
repay the $2500 cooperat ive 
loan.

Home A d m in is t ra t ion  Wheeler
