Don't put on your stock-
ing cap |ust yet, but whether
we like it or not, frost and
freezing weather are just
around the corner. The chan-
ge in weather will affect
plant growth. When the grow-
th of all members of the Sor-
ghum family, including John-
son Grass, Sudan, Milo,
forage sorghums and all hy-
brids, is stopped by frost, *
they sometimes develop a
hi gh prussic acid content
and become a hazard to graz-
ing livestock.

Certain chemical changes
occur in the frost-wilted
plants and are responsible
for the prussic acid develop-

ves include TanyaDunn, repny, The poison acts quickly

and can kill an animal within
a very short time after the
damaged plant is eaten. Whe-
ther a poisoned animal can
be saved depends upon how
soon a veterinarian can get
to 1t.

Frosted Johnsongrass or
sorghum should not be graz-
ed until the damaged plants
are as dry as good quality
hay or for at least a week
after the frost. If it is ready
to c ut for hay before the
frost, it may be c ut immedia-
tely, provided adequate cur-
ing time is allowed. Silage
made from frost damaged
plants is safe as soon asthe

ensilingprocess is complete.

Young plants or second
growth suckers are morelike-
ly to cause trouble than old-
er plants nearing maturity.
Too, the more luxuriant the
gowth, the more likely the
