Herbs Make Food Flavorable
Hofmann, CHDABy Brenda W.

The use o f herbs and s p ic ­
es is  an art. Long experience 
has ind icated that certa in  
foods are given a more p leas­
ing flavor by combining them 
w ith herbs or spices. There 
isn’ t any set rule in using 
herbs or spices but some care 
should be taken. The most im­
portant factors in using them 
are interest, im agi nation a nd 
constant experi mentation. 
Some blend flavor e ffects are 
gamed by combi ngmg a lead­
ing flavor w ith two or three 
that blend. The strongest f la- 
vors come from Rosemary,
Sage and Savory. Herbs good 
fo r accent are B as il, D il l ,  
Mint, Marioram, Tarragon and 
Thyme. Others tha t are good 
in blends a reC herv il, C h ive  
and P arsley.

Storageof sp ices andherbs 
are very important. For best 
re su lt keep sp ices in a cool 
<ky place. Never store them 
near f ie  range. Heat robs 
their f la vo r ju s t as does ex­
posure to the a ir. During the 
hottest peri ods o f the year, it  
is p rac tica l to pro tect spices 
such as papriks, cayenne and 
c h ili pepper by p lac ing  them 
in the re frigera tor. Whole 
spices hove a much longer 
storage l ife  than ground. 
Ground spices shouldn t be 
kept longer than s ix  months. 
Strength, qua lity  of flavor 
and color are the guides to 
good sp ices. Look f a  rich  
fresh co lo r. If  you have to do

rruch sn iffin g  to determine 
its freshness, the sp ice  is 
old and should be d iscarded.

The f ir s t  step in  learn ing 
the art of seasoning is  to 
become fam ilia r w ith the 
spice products a va ila b le .
The leadi ng c ompa nies are 
offering 50 spice products. 
Some have very in te res ting  
h is tones . Hindus p lan t "B a s T  
around lhe:r homes to insure 
happiness. Fenugreek Seeds 
were used as a m edicine in 
d igestive  purposes. Maioram 
was used in perfumes. Some 
people believe th a t ‘ Sage’ 
strengthens the memory. Pap- 
n ka has been found valuable 
in treatingm ony a ilm ents from 
fros tb ite  to p o lio .

Some suggestions for us 
ing spices or herbs ore as 
fo llow s: T ry  Caraway Seed 
in french friend  potatoes. 
Cixdamon Seed improves the 
flavo r of grape je lly .  Spr nkle 
Fennel Seed on app lep ie  
for an unusual fla vo r. Cherry 
pie f i l l in g  seasoned w ith  
Mace is a gourmet’ s d e lig h t. 
Adda pinch of Nutmen when 
making a c rus t fo rp  ie. Sesa­
me Seeds can be used any­
where you would use almonds. 
Turmer c n ixe d  in  butter for 
corn-on-cob is  good.
