Wet weather kept formers 
out of cotton and maize fie ld s  
lost week. We need drying out 
weather bodly to get our com­
bines and strippers in the 
fie lds . Reminds us of that old 
poem my E ng lish  teocher 
made us learn about the F rost 
is on thepum pkin and the 
fodders in shock. The only 
catch here now is tha t we have 
not had a chance to get our 
crops in.

L ive s to ck  Scale Owners:
Several ranchers have remark­
ed to us tha t the Texas De­
partment of A g ricu ltu re  scale 
inspectors have not been by 
to confirm  the re l ia b i l i ty  of 
their scale w e igh ts. Since a 
small d iscrepancy can mean 
the loss of many do lla rs , 
when ca lves are weighed, we 
contacted the Lubbock branch 
of the Texas Dept, of A g ri­
culture to see if  we could 
get help. The ir truck w il l  be 
in Wheeler County th is  week. 
We have a l is t  of scale-own­
ers s ix years o ld  and intend 
to d irec t the scale checkers 
to those who w ish  to have 
their scales checked. If you 
hove a set of ranch scales 
that you want to hove check­
ed, please le t us know and 
we w il l  try  to see that Mr.
Ivie comes by.

With coo ler weather, w in ­
ter feeding w il l  be in fu ll 
swing. As a re su lt, we’ ve 
had a number of inqu iries 
about feeding cottonseed to 
ca ttle . We understond whole 
cottonseed may be used as 
a source of pro te in  and en­
ergy when the p rice  of a pound 
of cottonseed may not ex­
ceed the cost of tw o -fifth s  
of a pound of cotton seed 
meal and th re e -fifth s  of o pou­
nd of ground sorghum grain. 
Cottonseed is a 20 percent 
crude prote in feed. Four 
pounds of seed w il l  fu rn ish  
as much prote in and more 
than tw ice  os much energy 
os two pounds of 41 percent 
cottonseed meal. But no 
more than four to fiv e  pounds 
of cottonseed should be fed 
da ily  per head to mature ca tt­
le. If ca ttle  are fed too much 
cottonseed, they moy scour 
badly due to the high o il con­
tent of the seed. There is no 
advantage in g rind ing co tto n ­
seed when feeding i t  to c a tt­
le. The way we figured it, 
i t  would cost a l i t t le  less 
than ha lf as much to feed 
cottonseed at today’ s p rices 
as i t  would cottonseed meal 
and maize. If energy was 
what we needed to get cour­
se range grasses eaten, co tt- 
tonseed might be out so lu­
tion.
