Postmaster Virgil Jami-
son Jr. said today that a
new order from Postmaster
General Winton M. Blount
will mean substontial im-
provements in mail delivery
service,

Postmaster General Blount
has advised the local Post-
master of provisions of @
new order making home de-
kuvery service
livery service available for
the first time to 4 million
Americans.

The service improvement
applies to persons served
out of 18,700 First, Second
and Third class Post Offices
over the country that do not
have City delivery services.
Affected are those postal
customers living more than
a quarter mile away from
these offices and ress than
half a mile away. Persons
living less than a half a
mile away previously had
not been provided this ser-
vice.

Discussing the local area
effects of Mr. Blounts New
Order, Postmaster Jami son
explained that this will re-
quire some route changes in
some instances and the mere
placing of boxes on the
existing route in some other
cases.

To get the new service it
is only necessary that those
living in the eligible areas
csk their Postmasters to
provide it, and a majority of
those to be served must
want the home service.

Under Mr. Blounts order,
those living less than a
quarter mile from the Post
Office will continue to lick
up their mail at these offices.
But, the Postmaster noted,
That's no more than a few
blocks.

This order, however; will
make the home deliveries
available where ever de-
sired by the majority of those
living beyond a quarter mile.

This distance factor can
be significant for much of
the year in areas where se-
vere weather conditions pre-
vail; in areas where large
numbers of older persons
are living, or in more remote
sections where even a little
distance may mean a lot in
terms of travel difficulties.

The expansion of services
should be virtually complete
in all of the affected deli-
very service areas-under
actions taken by postal re-
gional offices, acting
on recommendations of local
Postmasters-by Feb. 1, 1971.

It will be accomplished
principally by adding stops
fo already existing routes,
or by expanding the area
served by some shorter rural
route for the purpose and
a limited number of new rural
routes may also be needed
in other instances.

The fact that fewer per-
sons will be calling at Post
Offices for their mail will
not alter the independent
status of any of the Post
offices where the service
change is provided.

CONDITIONAL COMMITMENTS
FOR RURAL HOME BUILDERS

The U. S. Department of
Agriculture has announced
start of a conditional commit-
ment program that will per-
mit it to finance small sub-
division-type housing devel-
opments in the nation’s
small towns.

Previously, the Depart-
ment's Farmers Home Admin-
istration could finance the
building of the new homes
only on a single-unit-at-o-
tim e basis.

In issuing instructions
for the new conditional com-
mitment program, agency
Administrator James V.
Smith called on housing con-
structors, developers, sel-
lers and other segments of
the construction industry to
engage in a stepped-up-pro-
gram to upgrade low-and-
moderate cost housing in
rural communities.

‘“At long last we can put
to work a tool that enables
the Farmers Home Adminis-
tration to deal effectively
with the deplorable condition
of rural housing,” Mr. Smith
said.

“Instead of building new
homes on a single-unit-at-a-
time basis as in the past,
the conditional commitment
now makes the building of a
dozen modest homes m an
area practical, ' he added.

The conditional commit-
ment does not reserve funds
for a loan nor does it pro-
vide for construction finan-
cing.

he FHA will issue a
commitment on each propos-
ed house, but will hold
builders to 15 commitments
at any one time. The commit-
ment will be effective for 12
months unless extended.

Experienced builders, in-
cluding individuals, partner-
ships or corporations, may
apply to any of the 1,700
FHA offices which serve
every county in the nation,
including Puertor Rico and
the Virgin Islands.

The agency will require
builders to submit plans,
specifications, proposed sell-
ing price and other informa-
tion related to proposed con-
struction at the time of ap-
plication.

The application fee for a
commitment on a new house
is $45 ond $35 for rehabili-
tation of an existing house.

Administrator Smith ex-
plained that it is impossible
o determine how much new
construction will be started
in small rural communities
because of the commitment,
but pointed out that the o
gency's housing funds for
the current fiscal year stand

at $821 million. It is esti-
mated that about 80,000
housing starts will be made
this yeor, compared to 50,000
in 1&9.

He also pointed out that
there is o great need for
housing in rural areas where

only 30 percent of the no-
tion's population lives but
more than half of the sub-
standard housing exists.

in 1960, Farmers Home
Administration made $40
million in rural housing
loans. By 1968 that figure
had increased to $494 million
Last year that figure reached
$512 million, which provided
new or improved housing for
over 57,000 rural families.

Anticipating an upsurge
in its rural housing program,
Administrator Smith has
authori zed local office s to
hire additional staff to in-
spect construction. The
agency al so has beefed up
the stoff of housing loan of-
ficers in state and national
offices that are coordinating
the nationwide effort.

In addition to individual
housing loans, Farmers
Home Administration ad-
vances funds to construct
housing for migratory farm
labor and rental and coopera-
tive housing units.

The local Farmers Home
Administration office is lo-
cated at 112 West Oklahoma
Street in Wheeler.

Then comes the main
course, major theme and
heartiest portion of the meal
along with its accompani-
ments. |f the main course is
a chewy dish, such as meat
the accompaniments may 1n-
clude asoft food, such as
potatoes or rice or macaroni,
and a vegetable with con-
trasting color and flavor. A
salad may follow this, as o
refreshing interlude between
main dish and dessert.

As the finale, dessert can
help round out the meal and
help balance it nutritionally
ad in flavor and color and
texture. |f the main course
has been scant in protein,
dessert may be a pudding
made with milk and nuts. If
fruit is the first course, you
wouldn't want it for dessert,
but if the first course was a
creamy, substantial soup, a
dish of mixed fruit may be
just the thing. After a main
dish sharp in flavor, plan a
bland dessert; if you enjoy-
ed a casserole with a creamy
sauce, dessert could be a
spicy cake or refreshing
sherbet.

Not all meals have as
many courses as this, but
the principle of variety, con
trast, oand balance applies to
everything you eat. Make
variety your rule, and your
meals will be satisfying.
There are haolf a sozen kinds
of variety to keep in mind.
Variety of color is obviously
important, A meal of white
chicken, mashed potatoes,
white cabbage, and white
bread would be unappealing.
Plan for variety in size and
shape of foods; variety in
ways of prepatation. In fact,
you may use different method
of preparation to bring about
other kinds of variety.

Variety in the flavor of
the main dish can be added
through packaged dry salad
dressings, soup mixes, and
sauce mixes. Canned sauces
and soups can be used in
the same way. Convenient
package prep ared foods-poto-
toes,vegetables, rice in com-
bination with meat adds
variety and extends protein
value along with number of
servings. Cook with imagi-
nation. Don't work harder,
just think harder; and meal
time will be a pleasure time

“‘With the April 15 motor
vehicle inspection deadline
five weeks away, only about
50 per cent of the registered
wehicles have been inspect-
ed,"” stated Captain Alan
Johnson, Motor Vehicle In-
spection Supervisor of the
Texas Department of Public
Safe'y.

““Unless there is a rapid
increase of inspections, it
appears that many vehicles
will not be inspected before
the April 15 deadline. Any
driver operating a vehicle
displaying an inspection
sticker on the right-hand side
of the windshield after April
15 will be operating in vio-
lation of the inspection law,’
Johnson added.

Johnson noted that this
will be the last April 15 in
spection deadline, because
on September 1, 1969 the
Texas Legislature adopted o
year-around inspection pro-
gram. Inspections will come
due one year after the cur-
rent month of inspection.
This will establish an an-
niversary month for each
vehicle to be inspected and
prevent the log-jam of over
six million vehicles to be
inspected at one time.

Health and Safety Act of
1969
