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LOCAL AGENCY 
BROADENS ITS 
LOAN PROGRAM

Farmers who have regular off. 
farm employment, if otherwise ,.|j-! 
gible. may obtain farm operating 
and development loans from the 
Farmers Home Administration 
under the recently revised regu- 
lations of the agency.

John L. Manning. Farmers 
Home Administration County su­
pervisor from Wheeler. Hemphill 1 
and Roberts Counties said the 
new regulation will go into ef­
fect October 1. Previously, except 
in rural development counties, a 
farmer had to spend most of his 
time fanning in order to qualify 
for a loan.

Experiense jpiined In rural de­
velopment counties has shown that 
many farmers who an* regularly 
employed off the farm can pro­
fitably use the Farmers Loan Ad­
ministrations credit facilities to 
increase the farm portions of their 
total incomes. The regulation, 
which had limited credit assistance 
to farmers who spend most of their 
time farming, prevented some frem 
obtaining the maximum income 
from their farms and from taking 
advantage of opportunities for in­
dustrial and other off-farm em­
ployment.

Other eligibility requirements 
remain unchanged. Applicants 
must have sufficient farm exper­
ience to carry on sound farm op­
erations, must need credit, and he 
unable to obtain financial a», 
tance from other sources An in 
the past, credit will he extended 
only to operators of farms that 
are family-type size or smaller No 
loan will he made unless a plan 
for the coming year's fanning op­
erations show* that income from 
the farm and other sources will be 
large enough to enable the farm 
family to have a reasonable stan­
dard of living, pay debts, and. 
have an adequate reserve for em­
ergencies.

Loan funds may be used to pay 
farm operating coats, purchase 
equipment and livestock, pay farm 
development costs *nd re finance 
drttts The interest ra'te Is five per 
cent Repayment schedules depend [ 
upon the purposes for which funds 
are advanced and upon the esti-, 
mated incomes fn>m the farms 
l*usually, loans made for real es­
tate purposes will he from funds 
advances by private lenders and 
insured by the agency.

Technical farm and money man­
agement assistance is supplies to 
each borrower to the extent nec-, 
essary.
