Hullo, mv fellow Texans.

I would like to talk with you t"dav about s me vital legislation that's 
now liefore the Semite.

I m referiinjr to what is commonly known as the Civil Rights Bill. I 
ho|>e in the next few minutes to set down a few facts dealing with how and 
why this legislation is now hefoie ‘he Senate.

To understand the sit tuition now we have to go back to last year.
There was mutual concern — by those seeking further civil rights legis­
lation and those opposed to any civil rights legislation — that adequate 
notice should l>e given itofnre anv such bill would be considered.

As a result. I recommended to the Senate last September 14 that the 
mem tiers of the Senate acree on a date which would lie convenient to 
most ot the meml>ers of the Senate — those sponsoring civil rights leg­
islation and those opjmsed to it.

It was b<Vr announced after conferences with the Minority lender — 
ri < so op|*>sed to civil rights legislation and those fnvorin" it —  that Feb­
ruary 15 hail lieon selected s the most convenient date for «11 concerned.
I hat notice was given: it was given three times, tt w;:s repeated again . . . 
and attain . . . and again

The Sen: te v as told > n Sen».m!»» r ! 1 that on February 15 one of four 
things could happen. The\ were that:

tine . . .  a motion would ix* made to cell up for consideration a Senate 
Civil IIigb*s Bill if <>n» had been reported from a Senate committee — but 
no bill had lieen reported.

Or . . . two . . . that tj,e Senate wool 1 considei a House Civ’l Bights 
bill if one was available for consideration — but no such House bill was 
available.

Or . . . three . . . that th*1 Senate would discharge the Senate com­
mittee considerinp the Civil Rights legislation — a proposal that the Sen­
ate made it clear it would reject, because such a proposal received only four 
Notes the other day.

Or . . finally . . . that «o motion would *»e made to consider 
some bill from the Senate calendar -  ami then announce that civil 
rights amendments could lie offered to that bill.

As a Majority Leader responsible for the procedures of the Senate. I 
selected the fourth route which I had previously announced and that was 
the course that was taken.

To understand this situation, it is very important to remember: any 
civil rights amendment can lie offered to any bill before the ^eirde. There­
fore. the only point at issue was to select a bill whose consideration could 
•»e deferred a number of weeks without injury to anyone, because I knew 
that the bill would be discussed several weeks before it could be brought 
to a vote. This was done.

Every informed person agrees that the overwhelming majority of the 
Senate wants to act on a bill that protects voting rights. .

This issue cuts across sectional and regional lines. It is a national prob­
lem and the reason is simple: if the voting right of one American is threat­
ened. no American is secure. . .
