All horsemen in Wheeler County
and surrounding counties are invited
to attend a horse training clinic
Tuesday and Wednesday, September
24 and 25, 198S in the Wheeler County
Show Barn in Wheeler. The clinic will
begin at 7:00 p.m. each night. The
clinic, which is being sponsored by the

- Texas Agricultural Extension Service,
is open to all interested persons free
of charge.

Mr. B.F. Yeats, Extension Horse
Specialist for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, will conduct the
clinic. Yeats has been Extension
Horse Specialist since 1966. He has
been responsible for giving leadership
to adult and youth horse programs
across the state. Yeats is widely
recognized as an authority on horse
behavior and training.

During the first night of the clinic,
Yeats will present techniques for the
basic training of horses. This will
include starting the young horse,
re-schooling the older horse with bad
habits, and teaching the horse to
turn, stop, back, and change leads.
He will discuss the use of hand, feet,
and seat (body position) in accom-
plishing these pgoals. The proper
method of bitting a horse will be
demonstrated. Yeats teaches basic
horsemanhip principles, not gimmicks
and quick-fixes.

Its predecessor agency,
the Rural Reabilitation Adminstra-
tion, was created by Presidential
Executive Order in 1935. The Farm
Security Administration succeeded
that agency in 1937 and was renamed
the Farmers Home Administration by
a 1946 Act of Congress.

anniversary of the introduction of Poll
Herefords into Canada. On their 1100
acre farm, the couple has 400 head of
Poll Herefords. At the observance in
July, they met Wallace Fields of
Shamrock, who also raises Poll
Herefords; since the couple intended
to visit different areas of the United
States, Fields extended an invitation
to visit his place in Shamrock.

The couple has been traveling by
-ar. With several locations in the U.S.
to visit, the couple considered flying
to different locations and renting a car
at each place, but found they could
rent a car with unlimited mileage and
see more of the country with possibly
less expense. They avoid the In-
terstate highways, this also affords
them a better look at the country. In
Texas they have also visited Coleman,
Midland and Abilene. This being their
first visit to the states, the couple is
having no trouble adjusting to driving
on the right side of the road.

Beef production in the two countries
was compared. In visiting prior to
their tour of Beef Cattle, the Lacks
told of the beef industry in Australia.
Their 1100 acres is located in a more
‘settled’ area and affords them one
animal per 3 acres. A 400 Ib carcass is
the ideal size, the buyers in Australia
do not like the ‘‘marbled’’ affect
prefered by Americans. In most cases
the larger carcasses are sent to Japan.
If a calf is *‘fed"’, it is for no longer
than 10 weeks. An American feedlot
built near the Lack’s operation failed,
partially due to the market for the
smaller beefs. The market prices rely
on the American market.

Geoff Lack commented, ‘‘Larger
carcasses (over 400 Ibs.) are sent to
Japan and the ‘junk’ meat is sent to
America from Japan."'

Lower prices has reduced beef
production in Australia. At one time

remaining 4 blocks representing the
Museum, the Extension Service, the
Sesquicentennial, and the quilt pro-
ject itself.

The Extension Service has issued
general rules for the competition,
Saunders noted. The rules pertain to
such things as the size of the blocks,
seam allowances, color, type of fabric,
and so forth, In addition, the Exten-
sion Service has prepared a detailed
outline entitled *““Tips for Making a
Winning Quilt Block’', which will
assist in making the entries consis-
tent, she said.

The museum and Extension Service
are planning a ‘‘quilting bee'’ for
February 22-23, 1986, Arasim noted.
Area quilters will come to the museum
to actually finish the Sesquicentennial
Quilt, and the public will be able to
view and participate in the work as it
progresses, she explained. Further
details will be announced in the
autumn of 198S.

Once the Panhandle’s Sesquicen-
tennial Quilt has been assembled and
finished, it will be on exhibit at the
museum in conjuction with ‘‘Lone
Stars: A Legacy of Texas Quilts,
1836-1936"', a major exhibit of the
best quilts in Texas. This unique
display is the outgrowth of several
Quilt Roundup Days held around the
state earlier this year, Arasim said. Of
the 30 quilts selected for the exhibit, 6
were selected at the museum’s Quilt
Roundup Day in March, she noted.
“Lone Stars’’, which is sponosred by
the Texas Sesquecentennial Quilt
Association, will have its Texas prem-
ier at the Panhandle-Plains Historical
Museum on April 26, 1986 and will be
on display through June 8, 1986.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

GENERAL ELECTION
NOVEMBER 5, 1985

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Sections 1 and 2 of House Joint
Resolution 6 propose a constitution-
al amendment that would authorize
the Texas Water Development

to issue an additional $980
million of Texas Water Develop-
ment bonds.

The additional bonds to be issued
will be dedicated for deposit in the
Texas Water Development Fund,
with $180 million of those bond pro-
ceeds to be used for water supply
loans and facilities acquisition and
with $400 million of those bond pro-
ceeds to be used for state participa-
tion in the acquisition and develop-
ment of facilities for storage,
transmission, transportation, and
treatment of water and wastewater.
Of the remaining bonds authorized,
$190 million will be dedicated for
use in water quality enhancement
projects, and $200 million will be
dedicated exclusively for flood con-
trol projects.

The amendment would also allow
the legislature to provide for the
creation, administration, and imple-
mentation of a bond insurance pro-

to which the state pledges up
to $260 million of its general credit
to insure payment of the principal
of and interest on bonds or other
obligations issued by political sub-
divisions of the state for water con-
servation, water development, water
quality enhancement, flood control,
drainage, recharge, chloride control
or desalinization. Unless authorized
to continue by a two-thirds vote of
the members of each house of the
Legislature, the bond insurance pro-
gram will expire on the sixth anni-
versary of the date on which this
section becomes a part of the con-
stitution. Bond insurance issued be-
fore expiration of the program will
not be affected by such expiration,

The amendment would authorize
the legislature to create and appro-
priate money to special funds in the
state treasury to make grants, loans,
and other financial assistance avail-
able to governmental entities for
certain enumerated water planning
purposes. Also, the legislature would
be permitted to extend the benefits
of constitutionally approved water
projects to nonprofit water supply
corporations.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
authorize the issuance of an addi-
tional $980 million of Texas Wa-
ter Development Bonds, to create
special water funds for water
conservation, water development,
water quality enhancement, flood
control, drainage, subsidence con-
trol, recharge, chloride control,
agricultural soil and water con-
servation, and desalinization, to
authorize a bond insurance pro-
gram, and to clarify the purposes
for which Texas Water Develop-
ment Bonds may be issued.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Section 8 of House Joint Resolu-
tion 6 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would allow the
Texas Water Development Board to
issue and sell Texas agricultural
water conservation bonds in an

amount not to exceed $200 million,
if authorized to do so by a two-
thirds vote of the members of each
house of the legislature. The Texas
agricultural water conservation
bonds would be general obligations
of the State of Texas, and would be
paid from the first money coming
into the state treasury in each fiscal
year. The amendment would allow
Texas agricultural water conserva-
tion bonds to be issued and sold only
for four years after the date on
which this Act becomes a part of
the constitution.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

authorizing the issuance and sale

of $200 million of Texas agricul-

tural water conservation bonds.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 54 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would permit the legislature
to authorize a city or town to spend
public funds and levy assessments
for the relocation or replacement of
water laterals on private property
if such relocation or replacement is
done in conjunction with or immedi-
ately following the relocation or re-
placement of water mains serving
the property. Any legislative enact-
ment permitting the expenditure of
funds for such purposes would au-
thorize the city or town to fix a lien
on the property, with the owners’
consent, for the cost of relocating or
replacing the water laterals, and
would provide that such cost shall
be assessed against the property,
with repayment by the property
owner to be amortized over a period
not to exceed five years at the rate
of interest set by law. Such liens
could not be enforced until after
five years from the date the liens
were affixed.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
authorize the legislature to enact
laws permitting a city or town to
spend public funds and levy as-
sessments for the relocation or
replacement of water laterals on
private property.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 21 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the use of the
proceeds from the sale of perma-
nent school fund land to acquire
other land for the permanent school
fund. Currently, the constitution re-
quires that proceeds from the sale
of such land be invested in certain
bonds and other securities.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

authorizing proceeds from the

sale of land dedicated to the per-
manent school fund to be used to
acquire other land for that fund.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 89 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would enable the legislature to
regulate the provision of health care
by hospital districts by determining

PROPOSITION NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 6 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would enable the State of Tex-
as to enter into an agreement with
another state to confine inmates
from the state of Texas in penal or
correctional facilities of the other
state.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

permit state prisoners to be placed

in penal facilities of another state
pursuant to an interstate agree-
ment.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 27 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the commis-
sioners court of Chambers County
to divide Chambers County into not
less than two and not more than six
justice precincts. Under current con-
stitutional law, Chambers County
may be divided into not less than
two and not more than five justice
precincts.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

authorizing Chambers County to

be divided into two to six pre-
cincts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 9 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would grant an additional $600
million in bonding authority to the
Veterans’ Land Board for the vet-
erans’ housing assistance program.
Under the current constitution, the
Veterans’ Land Board is authorized
by Article III, Section 49-b-1 to
issue and sell not more than $800
million in bonds, $500 million of
which may be used for the Veterans’
Housing Assistance Fund. This
amendment would increase that au-
thorization to permit the issuance
and sale of up to $1.3 billion in
bonds, $1 billion of which would be
used for the Veterans’ Housing
Assistance Fund. In addition, the
amendment would remove the cur-
rent definition of “veteran’” from
the constitution and permit the leg-
islature to redefine “veteran” as the
changing times and circumstances
require.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
providing $500 million in addi-
tional bonding authority for the
veterans' housing assistance pro-
gram and changing the definition
of those veterans eligible to par-
ticipate in the veterans’ land pro-
gram and the veterans’ housing
program by authorizing the legis-
lature by law to define an eligible
veteran for the purposes of those
programs.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 72 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would permit the legislature
either to enact a statute or to at-
tach a rider to the General Ap-

propriations Act to require prior
approval of the expenditure or
emergency transfer of any funds
appropriated by the legislature to
state governmental agencies.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

protect public funds by author-

izing prior approval of expendi-

ture or emergency transfer of

state appropriations.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 19 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to provide for the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds, the proceeds
of which would be deposited in a
fund to be known as the farm and
ranch finance program fund. The
fund would be administered by the
Veterans’ Land Board and would be
used to make loans and provide oth-
er financial assistance for the pur-
chase of farm and ranch land. The
amount of bonds outstanding at any
one time would be limited to $500
million. The principal and interest
that becomes due on such bonds in
each fiscal year would be paid from
amounts remaining in the interest
and sinking fund at the close of the
prior fiscal year, with the balance
due to be appropriated from trea-
sury revenues in the fiscal year
when such amounts become due.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

authorizing the issuance of gen-

eral obligation bonds to provide
financing assistance for the pur-
chase of farm and ranch land.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 16 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would define indictments and
informations as instruments charg-
ing a person with the commission
of an offense, and would delete cer-
tain technical requirements as to
the form of writs and processes.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
relating to the manner in which a
person is charged with a criminal
offense and to certain require-
ments applicable to state writs
and processes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 10 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would grant the Texas Su-
preme Court and the Texas Court of
Criminal Appeals jurisdiction to
answer questions of state law cer-
tified from federal appellate courts.
In addition, the two courts would
promulgate rules of procedure re-
lating to the review of those ques-
tions.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

granting the Supreme Court of

Texas and the Court of Criminal

Appeals of Texas jurisdiction to

answer questions of state law

certified from a federal appellate
court.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 14 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment

that would create a board with
responsibility for the reapportion-
ment of judicial districts, subject to
legislative approval. The amendment
would provide for the continued
power of the legislature to provide
for judicial reapportionment, and
would provide that reapportionment

will be the responsibility of the Leg-
islative Redistricting Board if the
Judicial Districts Board fails to
make a timely reapportionment.
The amendment would provide for
the creation of judicial districts
smaller than a county in counties
where the creation of such districts
has been approved by the voters at
a general election. The amendment
would provide for more than one
judge for a judicial district. The
amendment would rename supreme
judicial districts as courts of ap-
peals districts. The amendment
would provide that the jurisdiction
and terms of court of district and
county courts may be as provided by
law. The amendment would provide
for the jurisdiction of justice courts,
which may have additional jurisdie-
tion as provided by law. The amend-
ment would provide for rules of
judicial administration and civil
procedure to be promulgated by the
Supreme Court, and would provide
that the legislature may delegate
additional rule making power to the
Supreme Court or to the Court of
Criminal Appeals. The amendment
would provide that courts and judges
in existence at the time of its adop-
tion remain in existence until other-
wise provided by law.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
providing for the reapportionment
of the judicial districts of the
state by the Judicial Districts
Board or by the Legislative Re-
districting Board, and providing
for the administration and juris-
diction of constitutional courts.”

PROPOSTION NO. 14
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 27 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would abolish the office of
County Treasurer in Andrews
County and transfer the powers and
duties of that office to the County
Auditor. The amendment would also
abolish the office of County Trea-
surer in El Paso County if, at the
statewide election at which this
amendment is submitted to the vot-
ers, a majority of the voters who
vote in El Paso County favor the
amendment. The functions of the
office of El Paso County Treasurer
will be performed by a person em-
ployed or designated by the El Paso
County Commissioners Court. The
amendment alsq provides for the
abolition of the office of County
Surveyor in Denton, Randall, Col-
lin, Dallas, El Paso, and Henderson
Counties upon approval of such
abolition by a majority of the voters
who vote on the question at an elec-
tion called by the commissioners
court of the county. If the office of
County Surveyor is abolished in any
county, the commissioners court may
employ or contract with any quali-
fied person to perform the duties of
the office.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

provide for:

(1) the abolition of the office
of county treasurer in Andrews
County and El Paso County;

(2) the abolition of the office
of county surveyor in Collin, Dal-
las, Denton, El Paso, Henderson,
and Randall Counties.”

COASTERS FINISH FIFTH IN USSSA
WORLD TOURNAMENT

The West Coast Awards/Sea-Land

senior girls softball team finished fifth

in a nationwide tournament Sunday;. .
winning seven of its nine tournaments
games.

The Coasters finished fifth in the
United States of Slo-Pitch Softball
Association (USSSA) Senior Girls
Youth World tournament, losing only
to the eventual champion and runner-
up teams during the three-day tour-
ney.

After losing its second tournament
game Friday night, the team won six
straight loser-out games Saturday and
Sunday before finally being eliminat-
ed by the Sharks, from Jacksonville,”
Fla.

The Sharks went on to defend the
championship they won last year at
Kent’s Russell Road Park, coming
through the elimination bracket to .
beat™Orange Crush, another Florida
team, twice for the title.

Hit n’ Misses of Louisville, last
year's runner-up team, finished third,
and Sweeney’s, from Cincinnati, was
fourth. :

The Coasters were the only Wash-
ington team to finish in the top 10.

‘““When we got beat early, I never
thought we’d finish this high,”” said
Coasters coach Jack Helton, whose
team now flies to Marietta, GA., for
the ASA National tournament.

‘“With us having to play so many
games, and with the weather the way
it was, I thought we did an outstand-
ing job getting fifth. I couldn’t have
asked any more of the girls,”” Helton
said. ‘““We'll go to Marietta playing
really well.”’

Because the opening day of the
tournament Thursday was washed
away by rain, the schedule was
protracted, forcing the Coasters to
play their first seven games in a span
of only about 40 hours.

‘““We played until about 2:30 a.m.
Saturday morning, and were back
playing again at 10,”” said Helton. *‘It
was real humid here, and the temper-
ature never got below about 90.”’

Shortstop Connie Helton (the
coach’s daughter) was named to the
All-World Tournament team. She
compiled a .686 batting average
(22-for32) with two home runs, two
triples and 12 runs batted in. Team-
mate Missy Hunter lost out in the
home run-hitting contest when the
Shark’s Lisa Kelly blasted two during
the championship series.

In games Sunday, the Coasters
topped the Mid-America Monarchs
12-5 before falling to the Sharks 8-1. It
was the second straight year the
Sharks came through the elimination
bracket to win the championship.

COASTERS FOURTH IN ASA NAT’L

It's not quite as big as the trophy
coach Jack Helton had in mind, but
the West Coast Awards/Sea-Land
senior girls softball team will arrive in

Kent tonight with some hardware
from the ASA National Champion-
ships, and darn proud of it.

The Coasters finished fourth to earn
a direct berth to next year's national

tournament in Wilmington, N.C. The "

top four teams automatically return.

““I'd like to have the big trophy, but
I'm pleased with what we did,”
Helton said.

The Coasters, who were fifth-
place finishers in last weekend’s
USSSA Senior Girls Youth World
tourney, knocked off the two-time
defending USSSA champion Jackson-
ville Sharks Friday, 4-1, after receiv-
ing a victory via forfeit in Thursday’s
first round. The Sharks had success-
fully defended their USSSA title last
weekend—knocking the Coasters out
of the running along the way.

Battling rain delays throughout
Saturday, the Kent club continued
through the winner’s bracket with a
3-0 victory over the Stingers of New
York. But then came the Satellite
Beach Comets, from Florida, and the
Coasters were tripped up, 12-3. They
stayed alive with a 7-2 win over the
Euclid Flames of Ohio, but then were
eliminated by another Florida team,
Orange Crush, 9-0.

““I thought we did well, considering
the only teams we lost to in both the
USSA and ASA tournaments are from
Florida,'’ Helton said. ‘‘They can play
year-round. We were really the only
team here that could stay with them.
That in itself is a big satisfaction for
the kids. We're not ducking our
heads.

““We left with a goal in mind of
finishing in the top five in both
nationals and we went one better
here. We'll come home with our heads
held high. I thought we did well, all
things considered.’’
