He said that if America 
wanted to be like Russia, we'd 
have to rip up 14 of every 15 
miles of paved highway, scrap 
19 of every 20 automobiles, cut 
our standard of living by 
three-fourths, destroy 7 of 
every 10 houses, have only one 
bathroom for every seven 
families, and put 60 million 
people back on the farm. 

The state senator said he 
was concerned about the de-
cline in American family life as 
evidenced by an increasing 
divorce rate, our lack of sup-
port for our churches, an 
increasing crime rate and oth-
er problems.
