Childress—Work in Wheeler =

County is included in the 1978 t

Special Rehabilitation and State
Highway Safety and Betterment
and Farm to Market Road Im-
provement Program approved by
the State Highway and Public
Transportation Commission. The
quarter-billion-dollar  program
was made possible by the funds
provided by the 65th Texas
Legislature.

A large part of the program
will be financed with General
Revenue funds especially ap-
propriated for this purpose with
the remainder of the projects
financed with state highway
funds.

District Engineer Lewis H.
White of Childress said the work
includes seal coat on State High-
way 152 for 16.9 miles from the
Gray county line, east of U. S.
‘Highway 83 in Wheeler, and 15.5
miles on State Highway 152 from
U.S. Highway 83 in Wheeler,
east to the Oklahoma state line;
seal coat on F. M. 1547 for 3.0
miles from Interstate Highway 40
in Lela, south to the Collings-
worth County line; and seal coat
for 3.0 miles of F. M. 3075 in
Lela, north. Total estimated cost
of these projects is $442,300.

Statewide, the program pro-
vides for the improvement of
some 6,900 miles of highways at
an estimated construction cost of
approximately $225,560,000,
with an additional $4.3 million
set aside for later assignment.

Approximately 68 percent of
the overall program will be on
State and U. S. Highways, an-
other 30 percent on Farm to
Market Roads, and the remain-
ing 2 per cent reserved for future
assignment.

The program is the first phase
of a long-range program to
restore the highway system to
the standards Texans come to
expect, White said. It is based
on recommendations submitted
by several district engineers and
selected following a statewide
assesment of highway needs.
