The recently issued 
1965 high p la ins irrigation 
survey prepared by the Tex­
os Agricultural Extension 
Serv ice indicates orea form­
ers continue to adopt bet­
ter water management prac­
tices, according to W.M. 
L y le ,  Extension Irrigation 
Spec tali st here.

The sp ec ia l is t  said 
increases in 1965 of acres 
bench leveled and fie ld 
leveled and acres irrigat­
ed iwth unaerqround pipe 
systems reflect this con­
tinuing trend toward mak­
ing better use of ava i lab le  
water here in the nation’ s 
larges t underground water 
irrigation region.

The 42-county survey 
shows that 6,223 acres 
were bench leve led  in 1965. 
This brings the total acres 
bench leveled on the High 
P la ins  to near 32,000.

A total of about 105,000 
acres were reported field 
leveled. This is a new 
c la ss if ica t ion  in the irri­
gation survey and so it re­
flects  the total acres f ie ld  
leveled, not just those ac ­
res leveled <n 1965.

Land  irrigated with un­
derground pipe systems in­
creased by 148,121 acres 
m 1965. More than 2 7 m il­
lion acres are now watered 
from underground pipe s y s ­
tems, according to the sur-
