Drenching to contro l worms 

did not improve gams of good 
and choice Texas Steers 
grazedon wheat for 95 days 
in an Extension Service de 
monstration reported by Gray 
County Agent Foster Whaley.

Drenched steers in the 
test gained an average of 
13 pounds less than those 
le f t  untreated However, 
whaley said the treated 
group inc luded more steers 
considered “ poor d o e rs '1 at 
the beginning of the test.

Worming is often recomm­
ended fo r  some c lasses of 
ca tt le , pa r t icu la r ly  those from 
humid regions where para­
sites thr ive  and from drouth 
areas where ca t t le  have had 
inadequate feed

Whaley said Southeastern 
ca tt le  fed in a local feed lo t 
have responded to worming 
treatment. Drenching is be­
l ieved to have caused o 40 
pound per head d if fe rence in 
gam between two s im ila r 
pens of Okie-type ca t t le  at 
the lot.

The 128 steers in the 
demonstration orig ina ted 
w ith in  a 200 m ile  radius of 
Ft. Worth.

In the test, 56 head were 
“ ga te -ou t"  weighed and 
treated, then earmarked so 
they could be d is t ingu ished  
from the 72 head le f t  un­
treated.

The  demonstration s ta r t­
ed December 9 and ended in 
mid-March. Drench cos t 80 
cents per head.

Average in -w e igh t o f 
treated steers was 328 pounds 
per head and the ir  average 
ou tw e igh t was 478 pounds. 
Average m - w e ig h to f  un trea t­
ed steers was 318 pounds per 
head and the ir average out- 
w e ig h tw a s  481 pounds.

Stockmen who have hand­
led many k inds of ca t t le  
often con |udge ' f  worming 
w i l l  pay. Others can have 
their veter inar ian check the 
ca t t le  to see i f  worms are a 
potent ia l problem.
Grubworms:

Early  Apr i l  is the time to 
apply insec t ic ides  to the 
lawn for the control o f grub­
worms.

White grubs ore the la r­
vae (worm stage) of the hard- 
shelled May or June beetles.
They I ive in the soil and 
feed on gross roots. Dama­
ge shows up in Apr i l  and May 
os brown, dead spots in the
lawn.

Four insec t ic ides ,  a ld rm , 
heptachlor, d ie ld r in  and 
Chlordane, used e ither as

sprays or as granules w i l l  
give good control. If an 
emulsif ied concentrate form 
of the insec t ic ide  is used, i t  
can be applied to the lawn 
as i t  comes from the package.

Because of the d if fe ren t 
formulations ova i lab le ,  I 
suggest to persons in te res t­
ed in treating the ir  lawns 
for grub control tha t they 
come by my o ff ice  for a free 
copy of 1-199 “ Texas Guide 
for C ontro l l ing Insects on 
Ornamental P lan ts .  D e ta i l ­
ed information on m ix ing  and 
applying the in se c t ic id e s  
for grub control are ou t l ined  
as well as the contro l mea 
sures for many other insect 
pests.

If the msec t ic ides  are 
used during periods of short 
ra in fa l l ,  i t wi II be necessary 
to water them in. Where in­
sectic ides are wotered-in, 
children or pets should be 
kept off the lawn un t i l  i t  is 
dry.
