R id ing the pounding feet 
of Dunk Porter, the Whe­
eler Mustangs won the Reg­
ional t i t le  by whipping the 
Robert Lee Steers last Sat­
urday night 26-18-

The contest was the 
last in a 12 game season 
for the v ic to r ious  Mustangs 
ond brought the Regional 
trophy back to Wheeler for 
the second time in h is to ry , 
the f i rs t  time being in 1956- 
The game a lso  was the f in a l  
contest for 1 1 boys who 
have led Wheeler to the 
football heights wearing the 
black and gola.

Not enough can be said 
for the ga l lan t band of Mus­
tangs who, t ra i l in g  at h a l f - 
* me 12-6, came back with 
s p ir i t  and determination and 
scored three times in the 
second ha lf to ice down the 
vic tory.

A shivering crowd e s t ­
imated at 2000 watched the 
ba l l  game played in Sham­
rock and the fans got even 
colder on the f i r s t  p lay of 
the game when Terry Thet*

ford, the f ine Steer quarter­
back, ro l led out around his 
le ft end and went untouched 
76 yards for a touchdown 
behind b locking that com­
p le te ly  wiped out the Mus­
tang defenders. Don Burks 
ti  fped away the pass for the 
extra point try and the Steers 
put the Mustangs behind on 

the scoreboard for the f i r s t  
time during the year .

V i l la rd  Hunter returned 
the k icko ff  f ive  yards to 
the Mustang and the Mus­
tangs methodica l ly  began to 
grind out the 71 yards to get 
back in the ball game. Dunk 
Porter got the march under­
way w ith  a f i f teen  yard 
smash. The Dunker lugged 
the leather seven times irj 
th is thirteen play drive and 
Bobby Vanpool capped i t  
w ith  a 12 yard scamper 
around his r igh t end. The 
l i t t l e  speedster bounced off 
a teammate at the l ine  of 
scrimmage and dashed for 
the f lag and Wheeler pa r t i ­
sans were fee l ing  l ike  old 
once more. A bad snap from 
center caused Jimmy Adams 
ro rush his k ick  and the

Kick sa i led w ide to the r igh t 
and i t  was a new ball game 
w ith  on ly ha lf  of the f i r s t  
quarter gone.

The Mustangs held the 
Steers and took over on the ir 
nine yard l ine  fo l low ing  a 
50 yard punt by Dodson and 
put another ground eating 
drive in motion. Porter tack­
ed on 22 yards in one run 
and Vanpool added another 
38 to put the ba ll on the 
Steer 25- Four cracks were

When the plan 
is approved as meeting the 
needs of the land, money 
w i l l  be set as ide for use by 
the producer on the years 
requested. SCS personnel 
w i l l  be glad to help the fa r­
mer or rancher in preparing 
a conservation plan.
