ools under this law have to
have a tax rate of $1.50. The
present tax rate of $1.25 per
hundred at 45% actual value
will te maintained and in no
way be effected by the pass-
ing of this bill.

Briefly, this proposition
makes it possible for the
school to be given a B-AA
bond rating. this rating gives
the school a good credit rat- |
ing and as a result the bonds
will be sold at a lower rate
of interest. A saving of as
much as $15,000 per year
would be realized if lowered
's of one percent interest.
The maximum bonds that
could be voted would be 10%
of the assessed valutation.
The interest rate of $1.25
has already been fixed by
the board.
