Manmade fibers have gained 
most of the differences, he
said.

When cotton was really 
‘King’ 1 the U.S- produced 

more cotton than all foreign 
countries combined. But not 
so today. Now, foreign coun­
tries produce more than 
tweice as much cotton as 
we do, said Jenkins.

Dr. James Kirby, Exten­
sion marketing and policy 
economist at A&M, told the 
group about $70 million was 
spent last year for promotion 
of man-made fibers That 
compares to $4 million spent 
to promote cotton he said.

Kirby said research ex­
penditures by the man-made 
f ber industry last year were 
$135 mi 11 ion compared with 
total cotton research funds 
of |ust over $26 million.

K 'rb y  gave favoring and 
opposing pom ts of view on 
the referendum. He said 
those who oppose the Re­
search and Promotion Act 
say legislation which for­
ces cotton handlers to de­
duct the one dollar per bale 
s a potential dangerous 

pohcy and encroaches on 
the farmer's freedom of 
choice.

He said those who sup­
port the act point out the 
former can get a fu ll refund 
of the dollar per bale if he 
does not want to support 
the program. Supporters 
say this provides the farm­
er wi th a choice.

K irby said those who 
oppose the Act contend 
t gives too much authority 

to the Secretary of Agricul­
ture He said those who 
support it soy the Secretarys 
authority is much less thon 
under 30 other marketing 
programs presently involv­
ed in reseorch and promotion

Kirby explained that 
since 1960 a research and 
promotion campaign has 
been carried on by the Not­
ional Cotton Council. It 
has been financed by a one 
dollar a bale voluntary con­
tribution by growers. Con­
tributions last year amount­
ed to $2 5 mi I lion. If al I 
growers had contributed one 
dollar a bale, the total 
would have been about $15 
million for Upland cotton, 
he said.

The Cotton Council 
says the voluntary program 
has not worked well mainly 
because of problems of co ll­
ecting funds and irregular 
income and disproportionate 
contri butions.

Kirby summed up,“ The 
decision you moke in the 
referendum has two basic 
parts: " F ir s t , do you think 
research and promotion aim­
ed at increasing the sole 
of your cotton is the proper 
method to use to get a 
greater share of the fiber 
market?

“ Second, if you believe 
increased emphasis on re­
search and promotion will 
benefit cotton soles, then 
is the organization of cott­
on producers os proposed in 
the Cotton Reseorch and 
Promotion Act acceptable 
to you os a way to ra i se
the money?”

Kirby said purpose of 
the Extension meetings is 
educotional--not to say 
whether the proposed check­
off is good or bad, but to 
present the facts and let 
growers decide for them­
selves.
