CoiHty Agent’ s Report
Charles Jackson

If you are p lanning to 
bu i ld  some new fences th is  
spring, try  using e le c t r ic i t y  
as a barr ier.

E le c t r ic  fences are in­
expensive, easy to errect, 
tequ ire  l i t t l e  maintenance 
ond are e f fe c t iv e ,  when de­
c id ing  whether to use on e le­
c tr ic  fence or not, sever­
al factors should be con­
sidered.

A primary factor to be 
looked at is what w i l l  the 
fence be used for. P r in c i ­
pal uses of the fences are 
supplementary fencing ond 
fencing marginal land which 
does not warrant an inves t­
ment in permanent fences. 
They may o lso  be used to 
discourage predatory animals 
and for p lac ing  ins ide bu l l-  
pens or horse pens as add­
it iona l protection.

When using the e lec tr ic  
fence, the fo l lw o ing  pre­
cautions should be taken. 
Use on ly approved con tro l­
lers. A lthough the fence 
requires low voltage, im­
proper amperage can cause 
death. Under no cond it ions 
should a homemade contro l- 
let be used. Instruct ions
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which come w ith  each cont- 
tro l le r  should be fo l lowed 
c lose ly .

■yhe fences should be pro­
perly grounded and a l l  con­
nections to, posts should be 
insu la ted. c or the fence to 
operate at i ts maximum lev­
el, a ground rod should be 
ins ta l led to prov ide contact 
between the moist earth ond 
the con tro lle r .

If the fence is to be used 
along a pub l ic  h ighway or 
near other areas of farm 
tra f f ic ,  i t  should be c lear ly  
marked w ith  appropriate 
signs every 200 feet and 

gate openings provided with 
insy la ted rubber grips.

The e le c tr ic  fence is a 
helpfu l farm tool but can be 
as deadly as a ratt lesnake 
when abused.
Ant Gontrol

Ants are becoming a nu i­
sance in homes and lawns 
in many sections of the coun­
ty. t hese pests can be e ff­
e c t iv e ly  contro lled  when re­
commended insec t ic ides  are 
used.

Among the more popular 
and e f fe c t ive  insectic ides 
for any c r t r o l  are chlor- 
done and d ie ld r in .  fh e se  
may be appl ied a bng window 
and door s i l l s ,  foundation 
cracks, basboards and oth­
er poss ib le  runways for the 
ants. Some nesting places 
for ants are behind w a lls , 
in c lose ts ,  in furn iture  and 
other dark undisturbed places 
When a nesting place is 
found, one of the fo l low ing 
practices may be fo l lowed to 
destroy the nest.

E ffect ive control in 
most instances, depends up­
on loca tion  and des troy ing  
the nests and throughly 
treating the area w ith  prop­
er insec t ic ides . When ants 
ore found in the house they 
may be contro lled  by apply- 
in9 2 - 3  Percent chlordane 
° f  .5 percent d ie ld r in  house­
hold sprays. Repeat he 
app l ica t ion  as needed to 
maintain contro l of the pests.
