The Texas election code
enumerates 'idiots and luna-
tics and all persons convic-
ted of any felony except
those restored to full citi-
zenship and right of sutfrage
or pardoned’’ as classes of
persons who are not qualif-
ied to vote.

Texas voters must regis-
ter annwally. The 1968
voting year will begin on
March 1, 1968 and will end
on February 28, 1969. The
registration period for the
1968 voting year began last
October 1 and will end on
January 31, 1968. Any citi-
zen of Texas who now poss
esses the necessary qualif-
ications for voting or who

will attain them by February,

28, 1969, may register dur-
ing the current registration
period.

Except for three |imited
classes of voters, all per-
sons wishing to vote at any
time during the 1968 voting
yearmust register by the
January 31 deaod line, even
fhough fhey may not yet
possess full qualifications
for voting. The only regis-
fration permitted after Jan-
vary 31 is (1) by persons
who move into Texas after
October 1, 1967, (2) by per-
sons becoming 21 years
old after January 31, 1968
and (3) by former aliens who
are naturalized after Janu-
ary 31, 1968. The first and
second closses may also re-
gister during the regular
period. Registration certifi-
cates issued to persons not
yet qualified to vote are
marked to show the date on
which they will become qual-
